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Introduktion

I manga lander finns bocker som i bild och ord beskriver lan-
dets militira uniformer. Jag har lange saknat en sadan bok i Sve-
rige men det d4r med en viss tvekan som gett mig i kast med detta
arbete. Tvekan orsakas av att det &r ett svart &mne under vissa
perioder av var historia. Under det Stora Nordiska kriget 1700-
1721 sattes forband upp pé l6pande band, fanns négra ar och for-
svann igen och under Gustaf IV Adolfs tid faststillde kungen ett
stort antal arméuniformer som dock ofta stannade pa pappret och
aldrig tillverkades.

Denna bok gor darfor inte ansprak pé att vara helt vetenskapligt
korrekt utan min ambition har varit att ta fram en bilderbok”
med tillhorande text, over de uniformer som den svenska armén
anvant under tiden fran 1675 till idag. Det dr darfor jag endast an-
vant mig av tecknade och férglagda bilder i stéllet for fotografier
av de olika uniformsplaggen. Sjilvfallet kan de olika konstné-
rerna ha framstéllt vissa uniformsdetaljer felaktigt varfor bilden
pa ett fatal stillen inte helt stimmer Overens med texten. Olika
fargnyanser av framfor allt blatt forekommer ocksa.

Nér mitt arbete pagatt ndgra manader, insdg jag att dmnet var
for stort for en bok - det skulle i sa fall bli pd drygt 400 sidor och
klar om fem ar. Jag har darfor delat upp den pa tre bocker varav
detta dr del 1. Som gammal kavallerist kunde jag inte motsta att
ta detta truppslag forst. Del 2 kommer att behandla infanteriet
och del 3 6vriga truppslag - artilleriet, fortifikationen och ingen-
jortrupperna, trangtrupperna och inte minst ovriga personalkarer.
Del 3 kommer dven att beskriva de enhetsuniformer som anvénts
under 1900-talet.

Jag har gjort ett antal begridnsningar i boken varav den vikti-
gaste ar att endast kavalleriférbanden i det egentliga Sverige be-
skrivs i detalj. Savél de indelta och vérvade forbanden i Finland
vilket var en del av riket fram till 1809 som de virvade férbanden
i de svenska provinserna i Baltikum och norra Tyskland under
1600 och 1700-talen berdrs endast som hastigast.

Mellan ca 1790 och 1974 ingick prefixet "Kunglig” i samtli-
ga forbandsnamn utom for Kronprinsens husarerregemente. Av
praktiska skél har jag konsekvent utelamnat detta i boken.

Négra uniformstyper som exempelvis for musiker, férekommer
sporadiskt och utan sérskild beskrivning. Under vissa tidsperio-

der hade dessas uniformer ofta en férg som var den omvénda mot
truppens - hade truppen blé vapenrock med gula uppslag var det
for musikerna tvédrtom. Rott var ocksé under vissa perioder en
typisk musikfarg pd mossor, plymer och epaletter.

Genom mitt arbete pd Statens forsvarshistoria museer har jag
haft tillgang till Armémuseums bibliotek och bildarkiv dér jag hit-
tat huvuddelen av bilderna 1 denna bok, vissa direkt fran olika
historiska planschverk och andra i olika bdcker, vykort m fl..
Upphovsmannarétten har hér varit ett problem - ménga av konst-
nérerna har varit doda i mer &n 100 &r men inte alla och for ett
mindre antal finns inte konstniren angiven. Sedan tidigare har
jag ett tillstdnd av Forsvarsmaktens hogkvarter att fa anvénda
bilder som Forsvarsmakten kopt rétten till i samband med fram-
tagandet av olika reglementen. Jag hoppas innerligen att jag inte
har missbrukat ndgon annans rétt till bilden och ber pa forhand
om ursékt om sa har skett. Vederborande kan dé kontakta forfat-
taren for reproduktionserséttning.

Introduction

In many countries there are books which through pictures and
text describe the military uniforms of the country. For a long time
I have missed a book on this subject in Sweden and therefor I
have, after a long hesitation, tackled it. The hesitation was caused
by the difficulties of the subject during some periods of our histo-
ry. During the Great Northen war 1700-1721 regiments and other
units were raised in a steady stream, existed for a few years and
disappeared again and during the reign of king Gustaf IV Adolf
the king ratified a great number of army uniforms which however
often remained on the paper and were never manifactured.

This book does not lay claim to be scientificly faultless but my
ambition has been to create a picture-book together with a text
about the uniforms the Swedish army has used during the time
from1675 up to today. That is the reason that I only have used co-
loured drawings instead of photos of the different uniform artic-
les of clothing. The different artist may of course have described
some uniform details in a wrong way so in a few places the pic-
ture does not accord with the text. Different shades of particually
blue are also present.

When my work had been in progress during a few months, I
realized that the subject was too big for one book - it would result
in a book of 400 pages and be ready in five years. Therefor [ have
divided it in three books of which this is part 1. As an old cavalry
officer I could not resist starting with this branch of arm. Part 2
will be about the infantry and part 3 about the other branches of
arm - artillery, fortification and engineers, service corps and of
course the other personel corpses. Part 3 will also hold the stan-
dard uniforms of the 20th century.

I have done a number of boundaries in the book of which the
most important is that only the cavalry regiments of Sweden pro-
per are described in detail. As well the alloted units and the re-
gular units in Finland which was an integregated part of Sweden
untill 1809, as the enlisted troops in the Swedish provinces in the
Baltic states and in northern Germany during the 17th and 18th
century are only mentioned in passing.

Between ca 1790 and 1974 the prefix ”"Royal” was a part of all
regimental names except for The Crown Prince’s Hussar Regi-
ment. Of practical reasons this prefix is omitted throughout the
book.

The special uniforms by way of exemple for military musicians

are found in a few places and without any special description.
During some periods these uniforms often had reversed colours
compared with the troops - If the troop had a blue uniform with
a yellow lining, the musicians had the opposite. Red was also
during some decades the music colour on caps, plumes and
epaulettes.

Through my work at the National Swedish Museums of Mi-
litary History I have had access to the Army Museum library
and picture archaive where I have found most of the pictures
in this book, some directly from volumes of pictures and some
in books, at postcards etc. Copyrights of the pictures have here
been a problem - many of the artists are deceased for more than
100 years but not all and for a few pictures the artist has not
been mentioned. Since earlier [ have a permit from the Swedish
Military Headquarter to use those pictures the Armed Forces
have purchased the copyright for their different instructions. I
sincerely hope that I have not misused somebody else rights to
a picture and apologizes in advance if so has happened. Those
concerned may contact the author for remuneration.

The most important artists of the pictures showed in this book
are: Gustav Svensson Bohman, Ake Dahlbiick, Fritz von Dardel,
Frederic de Eben, Hainrich Eckert, P B Eklund, Carl Gustaf
Gillberg, Marc Grieves, Gote Géransson, Séren Henriksen,
Richard Knotel, Alf Lannerbdck, Julius Mankell, H O Prytz,
Carl Gustaf Roos, Adolf Schiitzercrantz, J H Sjoholm, Einar
von Strokirch och Gustaf Soderberg and others.

If text and picture divers, the text is right. Even famous artists
may make a blunder. Most pictures have been cut out of their
background in order to get some sort of unity in the book. The
colour of some originals also have faded which mean that the
same uniform can be found in different tones. The different ar-
tists have sometimes also used different tones.

I have written this book in order to fill an empty space in our
history of military uniforms and to show Swedes and people
from other counties how the the Swedish Army has looked
during the last 350 years.

Historik och bakgrund

I Sverige hade redan vasakungarna vid olika tillfdllen under
1500 och 1600-talen uniformerat vissa forband, framfor allt liv-
gardena. Detta var dock ingen permanent foreteelse och det var
konung Carl XI som blev den forste som uniformerade hela den
svenska armén. Som startér brukar 1676 réknas.

Den svenska armén bestod da av infanteri, kavalleri, artilleri
och fortifikationen. De tva forsta truppslagen bestod av savél vir-
vade som indelta regementen medan de tvad senare endast hade
varvad personal.

Under stormaktstiden hade de flesta kavalleriregementen varit
viarvade men efter Carl XI:s stora omorganisation pa 1680-talet
kvarstod bara tva - Livdrabanterna, ett elitforband déar alla solda-
ter hade officers rang och Adelsfanan.

De indelta regemen-
tena sattes ursprungli-
genupp i fyralandskap:
Uppland, Vistergot-
land, Ostergdtland och
Sméland. I bdrjan av
1700-talet omvandla-
des dven tidigare virva-
de kavalleriregemen-
ten i de gamla danska
provinserna Skane och
Bohuslén till indelta.

Ett mindre indelt for-
band tillkom under den-
na tid dven i Jamtland.

I slutet av 1600-talet
var kavalleriet ett ho-
mogent truppslag; alla
forbanden var i stort
utrustade pad samma
sitt och hade samma
funktion. De kyrasser
som alltjimt anvén-
des under det 30-ariga
kriget hade nu krympt
till ett brostharnesk. Be-
vipningen var karbin,
tva ryttarpistoler och en
vérja.

Jamtland

Ett stort antal varvade kavalleriférband sattes upp under det
Stora Nordiska kriget men huvuddelen av dessa forsvann igen
efter detta.

Vid samma tid borjade en annan forbandstyp narma sig det ka-
valleriet - dragonerna. Tidigare hade en dragon fungerat som en
beriden infanterist - d v s forflyttade sig till hdst men slogs till
fot. Denna omstillning tog cirka 100 &r och i slutet av 1700-talet
ingick dragonforbanden, tillsammans med kyrassidrerna, i det
tunga kavalleriet vilka stred i slutna forband.

I mitten av 1700-talet stod det klart att det svenska enhetska-
valleriet blivit omodernt. I krigen bl a mot Preussen visade sig
behovet av snabba och rorliga forband. De ungerska husarer
som tidigare anvints av Preussen och Osterrikr hade visat sig ha
dessa egenskaper och snart satte de flesta europeiska lander och
déribland Sverige, upp liknande férband. Overallt bibehélls den
ungerskinspirerade uniformen och utrustningen.

50 ar senare var det rendssens for ytterligare en typ av kavalleri
- lansidrerna eller ulanerna. Lansen hade férsvunnit i alla visteu-
ropeiska lander i borjan av 1500-talet utom i Polen. Vissa spekta-
kuldra framgéngar for polska lansidrférband under Napoleonkri-
gen fick samma resultat som tidigare husarernas upptradande pa
slagfiltet fatt. Lansen beholls for 6vrigt fram t o m 1.vérldskriget
i flera stormaktsarméer. Lansidrer och husarer rdknades som latt
kavalleri med uppgifter som spaning och forfoljelse.

Ungefar samtidigt hade vissa erfarenheter fran “ranger”-
forbands framgangar under nordamerikanska frihetskriget
kommit over till Europa och motsvarande enheter sattes upp
hédr. Det nya var striden i spridd ordning och den forsta grona
”kamoflage”uniformen. I Sverige sattes jagarforband upp under
nagra decennier bade inom infanteriet och kavalleriet.

1800-talet blev i dvrigt de praktfulla uniformernas arhundrade,
framfor allt inom kavalleriet. Att ga i falt iférd dessa méste ha
varit synnerligen opraktiskt.

Mot slutet av arhundradet forsvann skillnaderna mellan tungt
och latt kavalleri. Dragon-, husar- och lansidrregementen beholl
oftast sina namn och uniformer men bevipning och uppgifter
enades och i borjan av 1900-talet gjorde enhetsuniformer for alla
truppslag sin entré. De militidra uniformsfirgerna blev nu “ratta,
rost och lera” men detta behandlas i en kommande bok.

History and settings

During the era of King Gustav Vasa and his three sons in the
16th and 17th centuries, selected Swedish units, especially the
Life Guards, were sporadically being equipped with uniforms.
This was not a permanent phenomenon and it was King Charles
X1 in 1676 who became the first to uniform all regiments of the
Swedish army.

At this time the
Swedish army
consisted of infan-
try, cavalry, artil-
lery and fortifica-
tion. The two first
mentioned combat
arms had both en-
listed (regular) and
alloted soldiers but
the other two had
only enlisted men.

While Sweden
was still a great
power, most of the i
cavalry regiments [ t
were enlisted but d-lt'
after King Charles i
XI’s army reform,
only two remai-
ned: the King's
Bodyguard, an eli-
te unit where the common trooper had officer’s rank and the No-
bility Regiment.

The alloted regiments came originally from four counties: Upp-
land, Vistergotland, Ostergotland and Sméland. In the early 18th
century some previously enlisted cavalry units in the old Danish pro-
vinces of Scania and Bohuslédn were converted into alloted units. At
the same time another small alloted unit was raised in Jimtland.

In the end of the 17th century the cavalry was a homogeneous combat
arm. The cuirasses, still worn during the 30 Year War, had shrunk to
breastplates. The arms were a carbine, two pistols and a straight sword.

A great number of enlisted cavalry units were raised during the
great Northern War but most of them disappeared again after its
end.

At this time another combat arm started to join the cavalry pro-
per - the dragoons. Earlier a dragoon had been a mounted infantry
soldier - that is, he moved on horseback but fought on foot. The
change-over took about a century and at the end of the 18th cen-
tury the dragoon regiments became an integral part, together with
the cuirassiers, of what was then the heavy cavalry, which fought
in closed formation.

In the mid-18th century it was clear that the homogeneous Swe-
dish cavalry had become outdated. In wars, especially against
Prussia, fast and movable units were essential. The Hungarian
hussars, earlier recruited by Prussia and Austria, had shown these
qualities and soon most European countries including Sweden
raised similar units. Everywhere, the Hungarian uniform and
equipment were retained.

Fifty years later came the renaissance for another type of ca-
valry - the lancers or "ulans”. The lance had disappeared in all
western European armies in the early 16th century except in Po-
land. Spectacular successes for Polish lancer units during the
Napoleonic wars had had the same result as the earlier appea-
rance of hussars on the battlefield. The lance was, by the way,
kept until the end of the First World War in several armies of the
great powers. Lancers and hussars were considered light cavalry
with duties in reconnaissance and pursuit.

At about the same time, the successes of ranger units in the
North American War of Independence had reached Europe and
similar units were raised here. The innovations here were figh-
ting in extended order and the first green camouflage uniform.
In Sweden ranger units were raised over several decades within
both the infantry and the cavalry.

Otherwise the 19th century became the era of magnificent uni-
forms above all within the cavalry. Taking the field wearing these
must have been extraordinarily impractical.

At the end of the century the differences between heavy and
light cavalry disappeared. Dragoon, hussar and lancer regiments
often kept their names and uniforms but their arms and tasks
were now similar and at the beginning of the 20th century the
standardized uniform for all combat arms made its appearance.
The colours of military uniforms now became “rat, rust and
clay”. This will be dealt with in a coming book.

For kavalleriet dr det under perioden ofta svart att ange nagot
modellar for uniformsplaggen. Forbanden uniformerades efter-
hand och dndringarna kom inledningsvis snabbt. Generalmons-
terrullorna &r ocksa ofta knapphéndiga men blev efterhand mer
informativa. Till skillnad mot infanteriet hade kavalleriet normalt
inga sirskilda farger. Normalt utrustades kavalleristen dels med
en livmundering och dels med s k sldpklider, vilka anvéndes i
den dagliga tjansten.

Enligt beslutet 1675 om den svenska arméns uniformering skul-
le rytteriets personal vara utrustade med ett rakt, kndlangt kyl-
ler av dlghud med skorten fram och bak uppfista (ej dragoner) och
ett broststycke (harnesk) - av stdl som bars 6ver kyllret (ej dragoner).
Vidare en kamisol d v s en vést (trdja) av skinn med drmar och en
halvlang vid kappa utan drmar av kldde, oftast i samma firg som
rocken och ibland med foder och krage i annan farg.

Kragstéviarna var av juft-, smor-,
ryss- eller vaxlader (samma modell for hdger respektive vénster fot)
och forsedda med sporrar av stal eller missing. Dragoner hade stov-
lar med sma kragar. Svarta skor ingick ofta i slipmunderingen.
Fran omkring 1680 blev samtliga forband efterhand utrustade med
en trekvartslang rock av fransk justaucorpstyp av olikfargat klade
med upphiktade skort. Knapparna var av tenn eller méssing. Dra-
gonforbanden utrustades med en pajrock av kldde med &rmar.
Samtlig personal utrustades dven med en hdrpung.

Gradbeteckning angavs genom olika ringkragar och guldgaloner.

Beviapning och remtygspersedlar

Beviépningen bestod 1675 av virja, tva pistoler och karbin. 1675
faststilldes en speciell vérja for Livdrabantkaren och 1685 en for
manskap i kavalleriet. Dessa bars i ett bdlte med vdirjgehdng av
gult simskat skinn. Pistoler for all personal faststdlldes 1683 och
1686. Bohuslins dragonskvadron hade 1679 utrustats med dragon-
muskét m/1676 och Jamtlands kavallerikompani fick densamma
1679. En ny karbin for all personal kom 1683.

En ammunitionsvdska av svart lader bars pa ryggen i en rem dver
vénster axel.

Speciell utrustning for vissa forband

Livdrabantkiren, Kungl Majt:s Drabanter (fran 1699)
Kaéren erhdll 1670 en rock av mellanblatt klade med mellanblatt
foder och 1675 en kappa av gratt klide med gratt foder. En ny
pakostad lang rock av blatt kldde med rund krage och gult boj-
foder och med 5 dussin forgyllda knappar samt galoner av guld
kom 1677. En hatt av svart filt med en forgylld knapp och bred
kantgalon kom 1678 och 1688 dnnu en med bandrosett, bred guld-
galon och guldknapp.

Adelsfanan

1670 utrustades forbandet med en rock av blatt (befdl) resp gratt
(manskap) klade med bléatt resp gult foder och kappa av gratt kla-
de med gult foder. 1689 kom en hatt av gra filt med blagul galon.

Konungens Livregemente till hist

Livregementet utrustades 1678 med hatt av gra filt med guldga-
lon, rock av ljusgratt klade med massingsknappar och halsduk av
rod taft. 1680 fick forbandet en hatt av svart filt med guldgalon.

Riksinkedrottningens Livregemente till hést
1676 kom en rock av blétt kldde (officer) med blétt foder och
massingsknappar och halsduk av vit taft.

Vistgota kavalleriregemente
Vistgdtarna fick 1686 en rock av blatt klide med gult foder, kra-
ge och uppslag samt Aatt av svart filt med silvergalon.

Smalands kavalleriregemente

Rocken av blatt klide med gult foder och méssingsknappar kom
1680 tillsammans med en hatt av svart filt med en smal guldga-
lon.
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Lybeckers skinska ryttare/Norra Skianska kavallerirege-
mentet (fran 1682)

Rocken fran 1692 av blatt klade med gult foder hade bla krage
med vit galon och hatten av svart filt hade silvergalon.

Blekingska (Ramswiirds) regemente till hiist (frdn 1676),

Kyllret fran 1676 var av gul dlghud med bla kant och den nagot
senare rocken var av blatt kldde med rott foder och uppslag. 1689
fick forbandet en rock av blatt klide med rott foder och uppslag
och 1692 en rock av blétt klade med blétt foder och uppslag.

Skane-Bohuslins dragonregemente, Bohuslins dragon-
bataljon (frdn 1679), Bohuslins dragonskvadron

1675 fick dragonerna en rock av gult klade med grona uppslag,
en hatt av svart filt med silvergalon och gron karpus.

Jamtlands kavallerikompani

Kavallerikompaniet fick 1680 gra rock med blatt foder och upp-
slag, gra kappa med gult foder och krage och karpus, bada av
kommissklédde.

It is difficult to determine special model years for cavalry uni-
forms during this period. Units were uniformed one after another
and in the beginning changes came quickly. The general rolls are
often very sparse but became gradually more informative. Com-
pared with the infantry the cavalry normally did not have special
colours. The trooper was normally equipped both with the ordi-
nary uniform and a fatigue uniform for daily use.

According to a decree of 1675 regarding the uniforming of the
Swedish army, troopers were to be equipped with a straight knee-
length buffcoat of elk hide with the skirts front and back turned up and
fastened. and a breast plate of steel worn above the buffcoat (not dra-
goons). Further a camisole i.e. a waistcoat of hide with sleeves and a
semi-long, wide greatcoat without sleeves of broadcloth often in the
same colour as the coat but sometimes with lining and cuffs in an-
other colour. Breeches were of hide (dear, buck) with two pockets.
To start with most units used a conical and often fur-trimmed cap
(karpus) with folding flaps for brow, ears and neck as headgear (the
exact appearance is not clear as none has been preserved). This was
soon replaced by a hat of felt with a low crown and wide brim. In
the beginning the colour could be anything from light brown to black.
Before proper unifoms were completely introduced, Swedish soldiers
normally put a tuft of straw in their hats for recognition. At the end of
the period the common hat was black and the brim was bent up tri-
laterally. A stock, normally of black crepon but sometimes in another
colour, was wound around the neck and fastened with strings. Long

stockings of wool were issued and from 1681 it was ordered that troopers
must wear these inside their boots. The gauntlet gloves normally had
grips made of buck hide and cuffs made of elk hide. The jackboots of
different kinds of leather (the same shape for right as for the left foot)
had spurs of steel or brass. Dragoons wore boots wth smaller tops.
Black shoes were normally part of the fatigue uniform.

From about 1680 all units were gradually equipped with a 3/4-long
coat of French design, a “’justaucorps” of broadcloth or uniform
cloth in different colours with turn-backs. Buttons were made of tin
or brass. The dragoons also had a greatcoat, pajrock, of broadcloth
with sleeves.

All personnel also got a hair pouch.

Ranks were indicated by different gorgets and gold braid.

Arms and strappings

The armament in 1675 consisted of a sword, two pistols and a
carbine. That year a special sword was also issued to the King's
Bodyguard and in 1685 another for the rank and file. These
were carried in a sword belt of yellow chamois. Pistols for all
personnel were decreed in 1683 and 1686. The Bohuslidn Dra-
goon Squadron had in 1679 been equipped with dragoon musket
m/1676 and Jamtland Cavalry Company got the same musket in
1679. A new carbine for all personnel came in 1683.

An ammunition pouch ofblack leather was worn on the back in a
sling over left shoulder.
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Special equipment for some units

The Corps of Bodyguards, the King’'s Bodyguard (from
1699)

In 1670, the corps was issued with a cassock of medium blue
broadcloth with lining in the same colour, and in 1675 a gre-
atcoat of grey broadcloth with grey lining. A very lavish long
cassock of blue broadcloth with round collar and yellow lining.
Five dozen gilded buttons and gold braid came in 1677. A tricorn
of black felt with a gilded button and gold braid came in 1678.

Nobility Regiment

In 1670 the regiment was issued a cassock of blue broadcloth (for
officers) with blue lining and grey (troopers) broadcloth with yel-
low lining and a greatcoat of grey broadcloth with yellow lining.
In 1689 came a tricorn of grey felt with blue/yellow braid.

The King’s Life Regiment of Horse

In 1676, the Life Regiment was equipped with a hat of grey felt
with gold edging, a cassock of light grey broadcloth with brass
buttons and a stock of red taffeta. In 1680 the unit got a tricorn of
black felt with gold edges.

The Dowager Queen’s Life Regiment of Horse
In 1676 the unit got a cassock of blue broadcloth (officers) with
blue lining and brass buttons and a stock of white taffeta.

Vistgota Cavalry Regiment

In 1686, the regiment got a cassock af blue broadcloth with yel-
low lining, collar and cuffs and a tricorn of black felt with silver
braid.

Smaéland Cavalry Regiment

The cassock of blue broadcloth with yellow lining and brass but-
tons came in 1680 together with a tricorn of black felt with nar-
row gold braid.
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Lybecker Scanian Horse/Northern Scanian Cavalry Re-
giment (from 1682)

The cassock from 1692 was of blue broadcloth with yellow li-
ning, blue collar and tin buttons and the tricorn of black felt with
silver braid.

Blekinge (Ramswiird) Regiment of Horse (from 1676),
Southern Scanian Cavalry Regiment (from 1695)

The buffcoat from 1676 was of yellow elk hide with a blue edge stri-
pe and later a cassock of blue broadcloth with red lining and cuffs.
In 1689 came a coat of blue broadcloth with red lining and facings
and in 1692 a coat of blue broadcloth with blue lining and facings.

Scania-Bohuslin Dragoon Regiment, Bohuslin Dragoon
Battalion (from 1679), Bohuslin Dragoon Squadron

In 1675 the dragoons got a yellow cassock of uniform cloth with
green lining and cuffs, a fricorn of black felt with silver braid
and a green karpus.

Jimtland Cavalry Company

In 1679 the cavalry company got a grey cassock with blue lining
and cuffs, a grey greatcoat with yellow lining and collar and a
karpus all of grey uniform cloth

Rocken hade i slutet av 1600-talet ersatt kyllret som livplagg
och beslut fattades, med vissa undantag, om en enhetlig bla farg.

Regementet tilldelades gra kappor badde 1692 och 1701, bada
gangerna med gult foder och gul krage Sistnimnda ar fick den
trekantiga hatten av svart filt en smal guldgalon.

Ostgota kavalleriregemente

1695 fick regementet en rock av blétt klade med broderier 1 guld
och 1697 kom en trekantig hatt av svart filt med guldgalon. Tre
ar senare beslots att endast officerare skulle ha guldgalon medan
manskapet fick en silvergalon. 1706 kom en kamisol av halmgult
klade.

Sodra Skianska kavalleriregementet

Ar 1700 fick regementet en rock av ljusare blatt klide med ljusblatt
foder. Denna utbyttas dock 1703 mot en rock av blétt klade med
blatt foder och bl krage och uppslag och en Aatt av svart filt med
silvergalon, Galonen forsvann 1701 men aterkom 1704.

Norra Skanska kavalleriregementet

1702 fick regementet en rock av blatt klide med gult foder och
bla krage, uppslag och forsilvrade knappar samt en hatt av svart
filt med silvergalon.

Bohusléins dragonskvadron

Skvadronen erhdll 1689 en kappa av gront kommissklade vilken
fem ar senare kompletterades med en rock av gront klade for of-
ficer och 1699 en rock av gront klade med gula uppslag for all
personal. 1702 kom en trekantig Aatt av svart filt med silvergalon
och samma ar en ny gron kappa, mu med gult foder och krage.

Jamtlands kavallerikompani

Kompaniets uniform bestod nu av en gra rock med blatt foder
och uppslag. Aven kappan var av gratt kommisskldde med blatt
foder och krage. 1695 blev dock rocken bla med blatt foder och

At the end of the 17th century the cassock had superseded the
buffcoat and it was decided, with a few exceptions, that the uni-
form skould be only in one colour, blue. In 1687 it was decided
that the cassock should be worn outside the buffcoat and breast pla-
te. At the end of the period most units had been equipped with the
cassock which also meant that a waistcoat, the camisole, replaced
the buffcoat. Lining and cuffs could still have different colours but
were usually blue or yellow. The brass buttons were often repla-
ced by tin on greatcoats and camisoles. The breastplate began
to disappear as it was expensive and disliked by the troopers.
The cassock was of blue broadcloth or uniform cloth with turned
down collar and ”Swedish” cuffs, a slim waist and with flat brass
buttons. The same type of greatcoat as earlier was used. The
camisole was of blue or yellow broadcloth with collar and cuf-
fed sleeves so it could be used without the cassock and with tin
buttons. The breeches were of reindeer or buck hide with pockets
and the stock of woolen crepon in different colours (often black).
A plain black tricorn was of felt with different braid or lace and
with a brass button. The gauntlet goves had grips of buckskin and
cuffs of elk skin. Black jackboots of wax leather with long, stiff
uncut legs (the same shape for both right and left foot) with steel
spurs. Inside the boots, wool boot stockings were worn.

In 1693 and 1701, the King's Bodyguard was issued
with new swords and in 1699 also a dragoon musket. The swords
were carried in a sword belt of yellow chamois.

An ammunition pouch of black leather was worn on the back in a
sling over left shoulder.

Special equipment for certain units

The King’s Bodyguard

In 1695 the Bodyguard got a new, lavish coat of blue broadcloth
with blue lining and facings, gold braid and buttons, with a blue ca-
misole. Another cassock of blue broadcloth with lapels of blue vel-
vet and blue smooth woollen cloth and braid of gilded silver came in
1699 together with a blue camisole with braid as above

Nobility Regiment

In 1696 the regiment got a cassock of blue broadcloth for officers and
NCOs and of grey broadcloth for troopers, both with blue lining and
collar. The tricorn of black felt had gold braid. Another cassock
in the same colours came in 1704. At the same time the tricorn
got silver braid.

Life Dragoon Regiment

This regular regiment got a cassock of blue broadcloth with gold
braid, blue lining, collar and cuffs. Brass buttons. The #icorn of black
felt had gold braid.

The King’s Life Regiment of Horse

In 1687, the former grey cassock of the Life Regiment was chan-
ged to a cassock of blue broadcloth with blue lining. A new tricorn
of black felt with a brass button came in 1691. Four years later
the regiment got a new uniform consisting of a coat of blue bro-
adcloth with blue lining, gold braid around the sleeves and pocket
flaps. The greatcoat of blue broadcloth had gold lace on collar and
pocket flaps, the hat of black felt had golden edges and a golden
hat ribbon and the greatcoat of blue broadcloth had gold braid on
collar and front edges. In 1700 came a new cassock of lighter blue
broadcloth with lining and cuffs in the same colour.

The Dowager Queen’s Life Regiment of Horse
The narrow gold braid on the tricorn of black felt presented in
1701 was exchanged for narrow silver braid in 1702..

Vistgota Cavalry Regiment
In 1700 the unit got a tricorn of black felt with silver braid.
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Sméland Cavalry Regiment

The regiment was allotted grey greatcoats both in 1692 and in
1701, both times with yellow lining, collar and cuffs. In the latter
year it also got a tricorn with a narrow gold braid.

Ostgota Cavalry Regiment

In 1695 the regiment got a cassock of blue broadcloth with gold
braid and in 1699 a tricorn of black felt with gold braid. Three
years later it was ordered that the gold braid should be reserved
for officers; troopers were to have silver braid. In 1706 a camiso-
le of straw-yellow broadcloth was issued.

Southern Scanian Cavalry Regiment

In 1700 the regiment got a cassock of lighter blue broacloth with
lining in the same colour. Already in 1703 this was changed to a
cassock of blue broadcloth with blue lining, collar and cuffs and a
tricorn of black felt with silver braid. The braid disappeared in 1701
but returned in 1704.

Northern Scanian Cavalry Regiment

In 1702 the regiment got a cassock of blue broadcloth with yel-
low lining, blue collar and cuffs and silver buttons and a tricorn
of black felt with silver braid.

Bohuslin Dragoon Squadron

In 1689, the squadron was issued a greatcoat of green uniform
cloth which five years later was completed with a cassock of
green broadcloth for officers and in 1699 a cassock of green bro-
adcloth with yellow lining for all personnel. In 1702 a tricorn of
black felt with silver braid was issued. The same year came a new
greatcoat of green uniform cloth with yellow lining and collar.

Jamtland Cavalry Company

The company’s uniform now consisted of a grey cassock with blue
lining and cuffs. The greatcoat was also grey with blue lining, cuffs
and collar. In 1695 the cassock became blue with blue lining and cuffs.

Fran 1706 forandrades rockmodellen varvid den yngre karolinska
uniformen uppstér. Rocken av blatt klade med gult foder och krage
gjordes vidare nedtill och forsédgs med veck i sidorna (géllde tidi-
gare endast befilet). Knéppningen framtill liksom sjélva knapp-
raden avslutades nu vid midjan efter att tidigare ha gétt dnda ner.
Kappan var av blatt klade (Bohuslan gront) med gult foder av slit
boj och kamisolen av svenskt kldde och fodervdav med blindfickor
och med 2 dussin mindre knappar. Det skottfria brostharnesket
som var fodrat med sémskskinn (ej dragoner) fanns kvar men an-
véandes sillan.

Gradbeteckning angavs genom olika ringkragar och guldgaloner.

Pommerska kriget 1757 visade dock att den karolinska enhetsu-
niformen blivit omodern. Preussen borjade bli den ledande mili-
tarmakten och dven féregangare inom uniformsmodet. Ett resul-
tat av det foga framgangsrika kriget var dock att husarforband
borjade uppsittas dven i1 Sverige (se sid 38). I nya forordningar
for uniformssystemet regleras att kavalleriets uniformer i stort
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skulle vara av samma typ som infanteriets vad avser snittet pa
rock och kappa. Rocken var nu av blatt svenskt klide med olikfargat
foder av svensk boj samt med uppslag och krage. Den var kortare
an tidigare och hade 19 stora knappar varav 10 framtill samt tva
fickor med 6ppna ficklock. Kappan av blatt svenskt klide hade
olikfargat kldde till kappkragen och med foder av svensk slit boj.
Visten var av blatt kldde med drmar och var helt slat framtill, utan
fickor och med enkel krage och smé uppslag. Byxorna var fortfa-
rande av bockskinn eller renhud och férsedda med klapp. En ny hatt
som var plattare och hade mindre brétten &n tidigare och var helt
slit (guldgalon fick endast biras av Livregementet) ersatte den tidi-
gare tricornen. Inga adndringar vad avsdg halsduk, handskar och
strumpor genomfordes. Stoviarna av svart ldder hade helskurna
skaft utan 16sa eller tillsydda kragar och runda tar och skorna var
av samma typ som infanteriets.

Officerares och underofficerares uniformer skulle enligt beslut
1758 vara likadana som de menigas med undantag av att offi-
cerare skulle ha helt bld plagg, forgyllda méassingsknappar och
en guldgalon péd hatten medan underofficerare skulle ha maiss-
singsknappar och silvergalon. Stringa regler utfédrdades for att
bestimmelserna skulle atlydas. Den sedan ett antal decennier ej
omniamnda sldpmunderingen aterkommer nu i en kunglig reso-
lution fran 1748. Skilda officersknappar borjade anvéndas fran
1765.

Gradbeteckning angavs alltjaimt genom olika ringkragar och
guldgaloner.

Bevipning och remtygspersedlar

1706 fick officerarna ny vdrja och manskapet fick 1711, 1729 och
1739 nya modeller av vdrjor att biras i bdlte med vérjgehing av
gult sémskat skinn.

1715, 1716, 1731 och 1738 kom nya pistoler till truppslaget och
1725, 1747 och 1767 nya karbiner.

Drabantkéren fick 1717 nya vdrjor och ny dragonmuskét med ba-
jonett.

Livregementet fick nya vdrjor for manskap 1717 och en ny of-
ficersvdrja kom 1772 men denna utbyttes redan 1778 mot sabel.
1767 byttes manskapets vérjor mot pallasch.

Adelsfanan fick en ny vdrja 1715.

Rocken som regementet erholl 1733 var av blétt klade med rott
foder och roda uppslag och krage Strumporna var av bléa ull.
Rocken kompletterades 1740 med en kappa av blatt kldde med
rott bojfoder och bla, réda och gula kamelharssnoren pa kragen.

Sodra Skanska kavalleriregementet

1731 kom en kappa av blétt klide med foder i chamoisfarg. 1774
en hatt av svart filt utan galon med blagul sultan och gul tofs i
varje horn samt ridbyxor av gra vadmal, delvis skodda med kalv-
skinn.
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Bohuslins dragonregemente (-skvadron)

Regementet var det forband som langst fick behalla sin grona tra-
ditionsfarg och bendmndes dven Grona dragonerna. 1702 kom
en rock av gront klade med gult foder och krage samt en kappa i
samma farger. 1732 fornyades tilldelningen och kompletterades
med en rock av gront kldde med gult bojfoder och en kamisol i1
chamoisférg. 1748 blev rocken och kappan av gront klide med
chamoisférgat bojfoder medan kamisolen behdll sin tidigare farg.

Jamtlands kavallerikompani

Kompaniet var det férband som ocksa ldnge fick behélla sin ur-
sprungliga gra farg. 1715 var rocken alltjamt av gratt klade med-
an kappan var av blatt klide med gult foder. Aven pajrocken som
kom 1718 var av blatt kldde. Forst 1728 fick kompaniet en bl
rock av klade med blatt bojfoder. 1772 beslutas att kompaniet
skulle bira samma uniform som Jdmtlands regemente (inf) samt
gra ridbyxor av vadmal med knédppning i yttre sdmmen.

Miscellaneous

In 1706 the cassock model was changed, bringing in the younger Ca-
rolean uniform. The cassock of blue broadcloth with yellow lining and
collar became wider at the bottom and was furnished with side and
back pleats. The front buttoning as well as the button row now stopped
at the waist instead of further down. The greatcoat of blue broadcloth
(Bohuslén green) with yellow lining of plain baize and the camisole
of Swedish broadcloth with blind pockets and with 2 dozen smal-
ler buttons. The bulletproof breast plate which was lined with
chamois (not dragoons) was still there but was often not used. The
tricorn of black felt with silver braid (Life Regiment gold) or string of
white camelhair and 1 button for fastening. The breeches of buckskin,
reindeer hide or yellow broadcloth, had 3 buttons and two pockets and
the gauntlet gloves had grips of buck or reindeer skin and cuffs of elk
hide. One black and two white stocks of wool with ribbons on the
ends. The jackboots were of grain leather with full-cut cuffs and spurs
of steel and the leather shoes had brass buckles. Two pairs of wool
stockings (one pair in regimental colours).

The hair pouch was abolished in 1724,

Badges of rank were indicated by gorgets and gold braid.

The Carolean uniform was in all essentials used during the "’Li-
berty Period”. Some details concerning the identity of various
regiments were made.The “karpus” disappeared as a military
headdress after 1720. In 1727 new orders came for equipment
for riders and dragoons. Both the buffcoat, now shortened, and
the breast harness (not dragoons) which had largely disappeared,
returned but mainly for parades. All regiments were to have blue
cassocks except the Bohuslédn Dragoon regiment which should

keep its green. The number of buttons were 2 dozen big brass
buttons + 8 smaller. The greatcoat had the regimental colour on
the lining and the camisole had two dozen smaller buttons. Oth-
erwise there were no changes.

The next war, in 1757, showed that the Carolean uniform had
become obsolete. Prussia became the leading military power and
also a precursor of uniform fashion. A result of Sweden’s less
successful campaign was the raising of hussar units (see page
39). The new regulations for the uniform system stipulated that
the cavalry uniform should mainly be of the same type as those
of the infantry regarding the cut of the cassock and the greatcoat.
The cassock was now of blue Swedish broadcloth with different
colours on the lining of baize, collar and cuffs. It was shorter than
earlier and had 19 big buttons (10 on the front) and two pockets
with open flaps. The greatcoat of blue Swedish broadcloth had dif-



ferent colours on the collar. The lining was of Swedish smooth baize.
The camisole was of blue broadcloth with sleeves and quite smooth
in the front, without pockets and with a simple collar and small la-
pels. The breeches were still of buckskin or reindeer hide and with
pockets. A new tricorn, flatter, with a smaller brim and quite plain
(gold braid was only for the Life Regiment by Horse) replaced the ear-
lier tricorn. No changes were made for stock, gauntlet gloves and
stockings. The jackboots of black leather had full-length legs without
loose or stitched cuffs.and round toes and the shoes were of the same
type as for the infantry.

Uniforms for officers and NCOs should according to a decision
in 1758 be of the same type as those for troopers with the excep-
tion that officers would wear entirely blue garments, gilded brass
buttons and gold braid on the tricorn while NCOs would have
brass buttons and silver braid. Strict rules were issued to enforce
the decisions. A fatigue uniform, forgotten for decades, was rein-
stated by a royal letter of 1748. Special regimental buttons for
officers came into use from 1765.

From 1772 officers wore a white brassard on the upper left arm.

Badges of rank were still indicated by different gorgets and gold braid.

Arms and strappings

All officers got a new sword in 1706 and the rank and file got new
swords in 1711, 1729 and 1739. They were carried in a sword belt
of yellow chamois.

In 1715, 1716, 1731 and 1738 new pistols came to the arm and in
1725, 1747 and 1767, new carbines.

In 1717 the King’s Bodyguard got new swords and a dragoon
musket with bayonet.

The Life Regiment of Horse got new swords in 1717 and a new
officer’s sword came in 1772 but was replaced as early as 1778
by a sabre. In 1767 the troopers” sword was replaced by a cavalry
sword.

The Nobility Regiment got a new sword in 1715.

At the Smaland and Vistgota Cavalry Regiments all personnel
were issued with the cavalry sword in 1775. The troopers’ was ex-
changed as early as 1778.

At the Ostgota and Northern Scanian Cavalry Regiments troopers
were issued with the cavalry sword in 1773.

The Bohusldn Dragoons got dragoon muskets with bayonets in
1711 and 1749 and sabres in 1771 (all personnel).

An ammunition pouch of black leather was worn on the back in a
sling over left shoulder.

Special equipment for certain units

Nobility Regiment

In 1710, the regiment was issued a greatcoat with gold braid on
the collar. In 1765 the unit was equipped with a cassock of blue
broadcloth with white collar, white round cuffs with three flat
gilded buttons on the upper side and gold epaulettes. The tricorn
of black felt had no braid but a white plume and a button. And
at the same time a white drill jacket with blue facings and boots
with round toe.

The King’s Life Regiment of Horse

In 1710 the regiment got a cassock of lighter blue broadcloth with
white lining, collar and cuffs together with a greatcoat of blue broad
cloth with blue lining and a camisole of pale yellow broadcloth.

Ostgota Cavalry Regiment
The cassock which the regiment got in 1733 was of blue broad-
cloth with red lining and red lapels and collar. The stockings were of
blue wool. The cassock was in 1740 supplemented with a greatcoat
of blue broadcloth with red baize lining and blue, red and yellow
camelhair strings on the collar.

Southern Scanian Cavalry Regiment

In 1731 came a greatcoat of blue broadcloth with lining of chamois
colour. In 1774 came a tricorn of black felt without braid and with
a blue and yellow tassel in each corner, leggings of grey frieze,
mounted with calf hide and buttoned on the outer seam.
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Bohuslin Dragoon Regiment (squadron)

The regiment was the unit that was allowed to keep its regimental
colour on the cassock longest and was therefore often called the
Green Dragoons. In 1702 it was issued with a cassock of green
broadcloth with yellow lining and collar and a greatcoat in the
same colours. In 1732 a new uniform was issued and supplemen-
ted by a greatcoat of green broadcloth with lining in yellow baize
and a camisole in chamois colour. In 1748 came a cassock and
the greatcoat of green broadcloth with chamois-coloured lining
of baize while the camisole kept its earlier colour.

Jamtland Cavalry Company

The company was also allowed to keep its old grey colour for a
long time. In 1715 the cassock was still of grey broadcloth while
the greatcoat was of blue broadcloth with yellow lining. And the
coat which came in 1718 was also of blue broadcloth. It was not
until 1728 that the company got a blue cassock with blue lining
in baize. In 1772 it was decided that the company should wear the
same uniform as the Jimtland Regiment (inf) and grey leggings
of frieze, mounted with calf hide and buttoned on the outer seam.

Allméint

Husarer var bendmningen pé vissa kavalleriférband av ungersk
typ vilka rekryterades i framfor allt Osterrikes och Preussens ar-
méer under 1700-talet. De visade sig vara s& framgéangsrika att
Sverige, i likhet med ménga andra lander borjade sitta upp sina
egna husarforband. Den ursprungliga ungerska uniformen och
ovrig utrustning beholls dverallt.

Det forsta svenska husarforbandet sattes upp i Svenska Pommern
och var virvat. Uniformering och utrustning ar okdnda men tro-
ligtvis forsokte man efterlikna de ungerska originalen

Uniformeringen 1758 bestod troligtvisa av en do/ma med snor-
makerier pa brostet, en midjekort skinnfodrad pdls med motsva-
rande snérmakerier, vdst och byxor av gult bockskinn, chariva-
der av morkblatt klade, halsduk av svart yllecrepon, hogmossa
med plym, svarta husarsstoviar med sporrar och ett knutskdrp av
svarta (1768 bld) och gula snoren.

Vid delningen av Svenska husarregementet 1761, fick de bada
forbanden olika dolmor, pélsar och huvudbonader medan Gvrig
utrustning var tdmligen likformad.

Vid sammanslagningen beholls i princip Bla husarregementets
uniform och vid omorganisationen av Létta livdragonregemen-
tet 1793 till Livhusarregementet &r det troligt att samma uniform
anvéndes. 1772 tillkom en vit armbindel att béras av officer pé
dolmans vénstra overarm.

Bevipning och remtygspersedlar

Fran uppsittandet bars kartusch av gult simskskinn i gul ldder-
rem och sabeltaska av svart lader med konungens kronta namn-
chiffer. Beviapningen bestod av sabel m/1750 f6r manskap vilken
ersattes 1791 av en modifierad sabel m/1759. Forst 1770 kom en
speciell sabel for officer och manskapet fick en ny 1793. Pistol
m/1704 och senare m/1738 for all personal samt karbin m/1759
for manskap utgjorde handeldvapnen.

Speciell utrustning for vissa forband

Bla husarregementet

1761 utrustades forbandet med do/ma av morkblétt klide med
gula sndren, en pdls av morkblatt klade med gula snoren, fodrad
och brimad med svart farskinn, charivader med gula kanter och
hogmossa av svart filt med gul vimpel, mdssplat, kordong och vit
stdende plym pé hoger sida.

Gula husarregementet

1761 utrustades forbandet med do/ma av svart klide med gula
uppslag och vita sndren, pdls i chamoisfargat klide med vita sno-
ren, fodrad med vitt farskinn och med brdm och uppslag av svart,
charivader med vita kanter och en folpak svart med gul flamma
och kordong pa hoger sida, méssmarke (dodskalle), och stdende vit
plym pé vénster.

Livhusarregementet (1793-97)
1795 fick regementet en bicorn av svart filt med guldgalon, tofsar
av guld och en blagul plym.

Hussars originate from the Hungarian cavalry. Some of these
troops were recruited by the Austrian and the Prussian armies
during the 18th century. They were so successful as light cavalry
that Sweden, like many other countries, started to raise its own
hussar units. The original Hungarian uniform and equipment
were retained.

The first Swedish hussar unit was raised in Swedish Pomerania
and became a regular regiment. Uniforms and other equipment
are unknown but probably based on their foreign origin.

The uniform of 1758 probably consisted of a do/man with braid
and trimmings on the chest, a waist-short fur-lined pelisse with
similar braid and trimmings, waistcoat and breeches of yellow
buckskin, charivades of dark blue broadcloth, a stock of black
woolen crepon, a mirliton cap with a plume, black hessian boots
with spurs and a barrel sash of black (1768 blue) and yellow
strings.

At the partition of the Swedish Hussar Regiment in 1761, the two
units got different dolmans, pelisses and headgear while other
equipment was quite similar. On amalgamation, the uniform of
the Blue Hussar Regiment was maintained and at the reorganiza-
tion of the Light Life Dragoon regiment in 1793 into the Life
Hussar Regiment it is possible that the same uniform was used.
From 1772 there is a white brassard to be worn by officers on the
left upper arm.

Arms and strappings

From the raising of the regiment a cartouche of yellow washed
leather was worn in a leather strap and a sabretache of black lea-
ther with the King’'s crowned emblem. Armament consisted of
sabre m/1750 for troopers, replaced in 1791 by a modified sabre
m/1759. Not until 1770 was there a special officers” sabre and
troopers got their new model in 1793.

Pistol m/1704 and later m/1738 for all personnel and carbine
m/1759 for troopers were the handguns.

Special equipment for certain units

Blue Hussar Regiment

In 1761 the unit was equipped with a do/man of dark blue bro-
adcloth with yellow lace, a pelisse of dark blue broadcloth with
yellow lace, lined and trimmed with black lamb fur, charivades
with yellow edges and a mirliton cap of black felt with yellow
streamer and cap plate, flounders and a white plume on the left
side, tassels on the right.

Yellow Hussar Regiment

1761 the unit was equipped with a do/man of black broadcloth
with yellow cuffs and white lace, a pelisse of chamois-colored
broadcloth with white lace lined with white lamb fur and trim-
med with black lamb fur, charivades with white lace, a black
Busby with yellow bag and cordon on the right side, skull and
crossbones plate and a white plume on the right side.

Life Hussar Regiment (1793-97)

braid and tassels and a blue-yellow plume.

Allmint

Uniform m/1779 infordes vid samtliga truppslag. Den skiljde sig i
manga avseenden fran den karolinska som hittills anvénts ochvar i
stéllet 1 stort sett en kopia av Gustaf III:s civila svenska drékt fran
1778. Vit armbindel bars frén 1772 av officer.

Uniformsjackan var kort och hade 14g krage. Den var oftast blda med
endast markerade revérer, passpoaler i sommarna och axeltungor.
Kappan var fortfarande av den gamla karolinska typen utan drmar.
Till uniformen fanns &ven en kollett som var kortare @n jackan och
anvéndes sommartid och vid exercis. De gula (vita) byxorna var som
tidigare snéva och slutade vid knéna. Kragstévlarna var av svart
vaxldder med styv krage av och sporrar av stil. Jimtlands ka-
vallerikompani bar knéhoga stoviar och charivader. Ridbyxor
av gratt kommissklide med kndppning i yttersommen infordes
for faltbruk. Den runda, laga hatten hade avrundad kulle och upp-
vikt brétte samt en gul plym, s.k. sultan pa vénster sida. Det fanns
dven i en del fall tvd mindre plymer pa var sin sida av den storre.
Hattbandet var vid de flesta regementen av guld for officerarna. Vid
ovriga var det av silver. Till uniformen fanns &ven svart halsduk,
kraghandskar, brostkras och spetsmanschetter pa skjortan samt
stangpiska for haret.

Officerarna bar dven ett ljusblatt skdrp och fran 1772 en vit arm-
bindel pa véanster overdrm.. Befil anvinde dven syrfut med dubb-
la knapprader.

Ar 1783 ersattes vid de virvade forbanden kapporna med rockar
och négot tidigare had jackans skort forkortats.

For uniform m/1795 skulle jackan ha ”6ppna” revarer med knap-
par och knapphal. Den forlingdes genom att skorten nu skulle vara
9 cm langa. Aven manskapet fick skérp av blagult tyg. Hatten var
rund, hdg med rak kulle med guld- eller silvergalon for officerare
och underofficerare. Pa vénster sida var den uppfést med en knapp
och hade guld- eller silvertrans for en stdndare (sultan) av gula
fjddrar.En nyhet var epdletterna pé officersjackan da ringkragen
avskaffades som befilstecken. Ar 1793 kom bestimmelser om
sldpmunderingen som skulle lika livmunderingen men goras av
gra eller vit vadmal och utan passpoaler i sdmmarna. Hatten till
sldapmunderingen skulle vara utan standare.

1794 kom anvisningar om ett nytt plagg, en uniformsfrack, som
skulle béras av alla officerare utom tjénsten samt dé de besokte ho-
vet. Den var morkbld, med uppslag, krage i samma férg och foder
i regementes férg.

Ar 1802 kom ytterligare en uniform dir frackjackan - nu bara for
officerare - hade bredare brostrevérer. Huvudbonaden till denna
var den stora, halvmanformade bicornen. Modellen omfattade
dven en jacka for underofficerare och manskap Benklddnaden var
vita atsittande byxor. Vidare hade man skor med svarta stibletter.
Huvudbonaden var en hog hatt med standare och var i stort samma
hatt som i m/1792.
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Bevipning och remtygspersedlar

All personal hade kartuschviska av svart ldder i en rem téckt med
galon for officer och av gult lader for manskap &ver vénster axel.
1773 utrustades manskapet vid Norra Skénska och Ostgéta ka-
valleriregementen med pallasch medan Sédra skénska kavalle-
riregementet 1775 fick sabel f6r manskap och 1778 pallasch for
officer. 1790 fick béde officerare och manskap en ny sabel. 1791

Speciell utrustning for vissa forband

Kunglig Majt:s Drabanter

Drabanternas jacka 1779 var rikt prydd med guldgaloner och
hatten hade guldgalon och blagul plym. Visten var vit med for-
gyllda knappar och skdrpet bestod av en blagul féltbindel for all
personal.

Adelsfanan

1779 fick fanan en ljusbla jacka med morkbla och vit brostrevir,
svartvita uppslag och krage samt vit vést. Hatten var av svart filt
med vitt hattband och liten bldgul plym och skdrpet blagult med
tvé tofsar av guldtrad (officer). 1792 kom en frackjacka av mork-
blatt kldde med svart och vit brostrevar med bla och svart revér
och vit kant pé svart krage. Denna ersattes 1802 av en frackjacka
av blatt kldde med vita uppslag och vit krage samt vitt band pé
skortuppslaget.

Livregementet till hiist

1779 fick regementet en jacka med vita kantsndren, uppslag och
krage och en bl kollett. Forbandet beholl dven kyller (avkortat)
av gult dlgskinn och brést- och ryggharnesk for parad.

Vistgota kavalleriregemente
Utover jackan fick regementet 1779 dven en gul kollett med bla
kantsnoren, uppslag och krage.

Smaélands (léitta) kavalleriregemente

Regementets jacka 1779 hade morkgult foder, uppslag, kantsno-
ren och krage. 1790 kom en jacka och en kappa av blatt kldde
och en vdst och en kollett av gult klade samt byxor av bla vadmal.
Officerarna fick 1794 en bicorn av svart filt med vit plym och
tofsar. 1797 infordes ridbyxor av bld vadmal med kndppning i
yttersommen. 1799 kom en ny blé enradig jacka utan skort med
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kom sabel for officer vid Vistgdta kavalleriregemente och 1779
en annan sabel for officer vid Livregementet till hést.

1781 utrustades hela kavalleriet utom Jimtlands kavallerikom-
pani med karbin med bajonett for manskap. Jédmtlands kavalle-
rikompani utrustades i stillet med gevdr m/1774 och med gevdr
- m/1778, bada med bajonett.

gul krage och gula &rmuppslag, bl brostrevar med gula knapphal
och knappar samt en vdst av gult klide. Hatten var hog, svart
med britte vilket ar uppvikt pa vénster sida. Dessutom hade den
knapp, trdns och vit plym pé vénster sida och gul banderoll. Knutz-
skdrpet var gult och blatt (av silke for officer) och husarstéviarna
var svarta med sporrar.

Norra Skanska kavalleriregementet

Regementets jacka 1779 hade bla krage och frackjackan 1792 var
av gult kldde med rdd brostreviar med gula och roda knapphél
samt rod krage och 1802 hade jackan bla brostrevar med gul och
bla kanter, gula uppslag och gul krage med rod kant. Manskapet
fick gult och blatt knutskdrp. 1795 utrustades personalen med bi-
corn av svart filt med vit plym och réda tofsar (guld for officer).
Samma ar kom en frackjacka av blatt klade med gul revir, krage
och uppslag.

Sodra Skianska kavalleriregementet

Regementets frackjacka 1792 var av gult kldde med blé brostre-
var med bla och gula knapphal och gul kant pa bla krage. 1795
fick regementet en bicorn med tofsar och vit plym i gul rosett.

Miscellaneous

Uniform m/1779 was introduced to all arms. It differed in many
ways from the Carolean uniform in earlier use. Instead, m/1779
was principally a copy of King Gustaf I11s civilian Swedish dress
of 1778. A white brassard was worn by officers from 1772.

The jacket was short with a low collar. It was mostly blue with a
marked facing, pipings in the seams and shoulder tongues.The gre-
atcoat was still of the old Carolean type without sleeves. A drill
Jacket belonged to the uniform. It was shorter than the jacket and
was used in summer and for drill. The yellow (white) breeches were
as earlier tight and ended below the knee. The jackboots were of
black waxed leather with a stiff collar and steel spurs. The Jamt-
land Cavalry Company had knee-length boots and charivades.
Trousers of grey uniform cloth with buttons along the outer
seams were introduced for field service. The round low /at had
a rounded crown and turned-up brim and yellow plume (a sultan’)
on the left side. Occasionally there were two smaller plumes on each
side of the big one. The hat ribbon was for most regiments of gold
or silver for officers. The uniform included a black stock, gauntlet
gloves, lace frill and lace cuffs on the shirt and a queue for the hair.
Officers also wore a pale blue sash and a surtout with a double row
of buttons and from 1772 a white brassard on left upper arm.

In 1783 the old greatcoats were replaced by coats for regular units
and some years earlier the tails of the jacket had become shortend.

Southern Scanian Cavalry Regiment
Ostgdta Cavalry Regiment - 1791
Jémtland Cavalry Company - 1802

For uniform m/1795 the jacket had ”open” facings with buttons
and buttonholes. It was lengthened to make the tails 9 cm-long.
Stiblettes and shoes replaced charivades and boots. By now the
troopers also had a sash of blue and yellow cloth. The hat was
round, high with a straight crown with gold or silver braid for of-
ficers and NCOs. On the left the brim was fastened to the crown
by a button and had a gold or silver cord for a ”sultan” of yellow
feathers. A novelty was the epaulettes on the officers” jacket when
the gorget was abolished as a badge of rank. In 1793 new rules arri-
ved concerning the fatigue uniform - now the same as the ordinary
uniform but of grey or white homespun and without cords in the
seams. The hat should be without the “’sultan”.

In 1794 instructions came for a new garment, the coatee, to be
worn by all officers on leave and at court. It was dark blue with col-
lar and cuffs of the same colour and lining in regimental colours.

In 1802 another new uniform appeared where the coatee - only for
officers - had wider facings. The headgear was the big, half-moon
bicorn. The model also included a jacket for NCOs and troopers.
Most regiments had dark blue jackets. Collar, cuffs, lining and
turn-ups were in regimental colours. The breeches were white and
tight. Further, there were shoes with black stiblettes. The headgear
was a high hat with a ”’sultan”, basically the same as the m/1792.
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Arms and strappings

All personnel had a cartouche of black leather in a strap with braid
for officers and of yellow leather for troopers, over left shoulder.
In 1773 the troopers of the Northern Scanian and Ostgdta Cavalry
Regiments were equipped with a cavalry sword while the South-
ern Scanian Cavalry Regiment in 1775 got a sabre for troopers
and in 1778 a cavalry sword for officers. In 1790 both officers and

The King’s Bodyguard

The jacket of the Bodyguards in 1779 was rich in gold braid and
the hat had gold braid and a blue and yellow plume. The waist-
coat was white with gilded buttons and the sash was blue and
yellow for all personnel.

Nobility Regiment

In 1779 the regiment got a light blue jacket with dark blue and
white facing, black and white collar and cuffs, and a white wa-
istcoat. The hat was of black felt with a white ribbon and a small
blue and yellow plume and the sash was blue and yellow with
two tassels of golden thread (officers). In 1792 a coatee of dark
blue broadcloth with black and white facing and a white collar
came. This was replaced in 1802 by a coatee of blue broadcloth
with a white collar and cuffs and a white edge on turned up tails.

Life Regiment of Horse

In 1779 the regiment got a jacket with white edging and white col-
lar and cuffs and a blue drill jacket. The unit also kept the buffcoat
(shortened) of yellow elk hide and back and breast cuirass for
parades.

Vistgota Cavalry Regiment
Beside the jacket the regiment in 1779 got a yellow drill jacket
edged with blue strings, collar and cuffs.

Smiéland (Light) Cavalry Regiment

The regimental jacket of 1779 had dark yellow lining, edge
strings, collar and cuffs. In 1790 came a jacket and a greatcoat
of blue broadcloth and a waistcoat and a drill jacket of yellow
broadcloth and trousers of blue homespun cloth. In 1794 officers
got a bicorn of black felt with a white plume and tassels. 1797
gaiters of blue homespun buttoned along the outer seams were

troopers got a new sabre. In 1791 came a sabre for officers of the
Vistgota Cavalry Regiment and in 1779 another for officers of
the Life Regiment of Horse.

In 1781 cavalry troopers, except for the Jimtland Cavalry Com-
pany, were given a carbine and bayonet. The Jimtland Cavalry
Company instead got rifle m/1774 and after a few years, rifle
m/1778, both with bayonets.

introduced. In 1799 came a new blue single-buttoned jacket with-
out tails with yellow collar and cuffs, blue plastron with yellow
edging and buttons and a waistcoat of yellow broadcloth. The
hat was high and black with a brim folded on the left, a button,
yellow cord and white plume on the left and a yellow ribbon. The
barrel sash - yellow and blue (of silk for officers) and the hessian
boots were black with spurs.

Northern Scanian Cavalry Regiment

The regimental jacket of 1779 had a blue collar and the coatee of
1792 was of yellow broadcloth with red facing and collar and in
1802 the jacket had blue facing with yellow edges, yellow cuffs
and yellow red-edged collar. In 1795 the personnel were equip-
ped with a bicorn of black felt with a white plume and red tassels
(gold for officers). The same year a coatee of blue broadcloth
with yellow facing, collar and culffs.

Southern Scanian Cavalry Regiment

The regimental coatee of 1792 was of yellow broadcloth with blue
facing and a blue and yellow-edged collar. In 1795 the regiment
got a bicorn with yellow tassels and a white plume in a yellow
bow.

Ostgota Cavalry Regiment
The jacket of 1779 was of blue broadcloth with red lining, turn-ups
and collar.

Jamtland Cavalry Company

In 1777 it was decided that the company would have the same
uniform as the Jimtland Regiment (inf). The jacket was of blue
broadcloth and had yellow lining and cuffs and a yellow-edged
blue collar. The company was also equipped with charivades of
blue broadcloth and knee boots.

Allméint

Dragoner hade frén1600-talet huvudsakligen varit beridet infan-
teri. Fran mitten av 1700-talet dndrades detta och omkring 1800
indelades kavalleriet i tungt kavalleri (kyrassidrer och dragoner)
och i latt kavalleri (husarer och ulaner).

I Sverige hade i princip endast ett dragonforband kvarstatt efter
den karolinska eran - Bohusldns dragoner. Forst 1772 bildades
nésta forband - Létta dragonerna av Livgardet. Darefter 6kades
antalet med ytterligare tre regementen under en 30 &rs period.
Uniformeringen av dessa forband var inte enhetlig under perio-
den och ett antal enheter omorganiserades ganska snart till husar-
regementen.

Bohusléns dragonregemente blev 1776 litt dragonregemente och
omorganiserades 1791 till infanteri. Under perioden bibehdll de
som enda forband i armén gron férg pa uniformerna. Véstgota
kavalleriregemente blev dragoner 1792 och dven detta regemente
overfordes till infanteriet 1811.

Samtliga dragonforband hade fran 1772 gula kndbyxor av
samskat skinn, morkblé eller gra kappa, svart halsduk av ylle-
crepon och kraghandskar av gulvit dlghud. Officerarna bar dven

fram till 1809 en vit armbindel pa vénster overdrm. Fran 1781
tillkom ridbyxor av blatt eller gratt klade med knédppning i ytter-
sommarna och en kollett for vardagsbruk. 1792 tillkom epdletter
dé ringkragen forsvann.

1795 fick flera forband en bicorn av svart filt med agraff, pom-
pon och blé-gul plym och for vissa regementen en guldgalon pa
overkanten. Officer bar en tofs i varje spets och ett blatt och gult
knutskdrp (av silke for officer),

Bevipning och remtygspersedlar

1780 kom en ny typ av kartusch av svart lader i rem av gul-vitt
samskskinn och 1795 infordes en sabeltaska av svart lader. Létta
dragonerna av livgardet fick dock redan 1786 en ljusbla sabel-
taska med lilla riksvapnet.

Bevépningen bestod av sabel for manskap m/1808 och m/1814.
Sabeln utbyttes 1816 mot pallasch for officer och for manskap
vid Skanska linjedragonregementet. Nya handeldvapen under
perioden var karbin m/1781 och dragongevdr m/1794.

Litta dragonerna av Livgardet (1772)

Forbandet utrustades 1772 med en jacka av vitt klade med ljusbla re-
vér med dubbla vita knapphal och ljusbl uppslag samt vit krage med
ett ljusblatt band pa vardera sidan, en ljusbld vést med vita kantband,
ljusblé charivader med vita kantband, ett knutskdrp av gula snoren, en
hatt av svart filt med vapenplat samt gul plym (blagul for officer) pa
vanstra sidan samt husarstoviar av svart vaxlader med sporrar.

1779 tillkom en frackjacka av vitt klade med ljusbld revir med
galoner i silver (vitt for manskap), ljusbld uppslag och axeltungor
samt vit krage och en ljusbla vdst med vita kantband, Hatten var
av svart filt med vapenplét samt bldgul plym pé vénstra sidan och
stovlarna svarta, kndhdga med sporrar.

Efter drygt 20 &r som dragoner omorganiserades regementet 1793
till husarer (se sid 38) for att bara 4 &r senare éter bli dragoner.

Litta livdagonregementet (1797)

Jackan var vit med bl brostrevar med dubbla vita knapphél och
vit krage. Hatten av svart filt hade en svart skdrm, stdende vit
plym pé framsidan samt plat och kordong. Denna @ndrades re-
dan 1798 till hatt av svart filt med gul vimpel och svart lackerad
skérm, stdende vit plym pé framsidan, plat och kordong samt ban-
deroll. 1802 kom ridbyxor av mellanblatt kldde med vitt snore i
yttre sdmmen och en ljusblé ldgermdssa med vita kantsnoren.
Forbandet omorganiserades ytterligare en géng till:

Livgardet till hiist (1806)

1807 erholl regementet en ny vit frackjacka med ljusblé revér med
vita knapphél, vit krage och vita &rmuppslag (for parad) samt en ljus-
bla jacka med vitkantad ljusbla revér. Ljusbla ldngbyxor med re-
véir och brodrier (officer i silver och manskap vita) och ljusbla
ridbyxor med svart skinnskoning. Hatten blev hog och rund av
svart filt med pa vénster sida uppvikt brétte och svart hasttagel
langs kullens mittsém, plét, vit plym péd vénster sida och kor-
dong (guld for officer och réd for manskap) pd hoger sida. Redan
1810 utbyttes denna dock mot en fchaka av svart lader med skirm,
mossplat och en vit kordong fram och bak

Livregementsbrigadens litta dragonkar
Det ér oklart om regementet hann utrustas med dragonuniform da
det redan 1815 omorganiserades till husarer.

Vistgota dragonregemente

Regementet fick 1790 en jacka av blatt kldde samt en vdst eller
kollett av gult klade. Ridbyxorna var av bla vadmal och skinn-
skodda och kragstoviarna svarta med sporrar.

1792 tilldelades regementet en frackjacka av blatt kldde, stof-
ferad med gult och med morkgula uppslag och halva revérer och
gul kant pa kragen samt en vit vdst med drmar. Knutskdrpet var
gult och ljusblétt (av silke for officer) och bicornen svart med
gula tofsar och vit plym.

1795 kom en ny halvéppen frackjacka av blatt klade med gul
revér och blé krage samt nya ridbyxor av grd vadmal och skinn-
skodda. Frackjackan @andrades 1802 och fick dven gula uppslag
och gul kant pé kragen.

1806 kom en vit kollett med krage och uppslag i rott, samt revér-
liknande vit brostinfattning inom rod kant, en vit kollett med vit
plastrong med roda knapphdal och en knapprad. R6d krage och
uppslag. Hatten var av svart filt med vapenprydd plat, vit (officer
svart) bakathdngande hdstsvans och vit uppstdende plym samt
husarstéviar sporrar.

Smalands (litta) dragonregemente

1805 fick regementet en ldgermossa - samma som Livgardet till
hist och Skanska linjedragonregementet.

1810 infordes en tolpak av svart skinn med kulle och flamma av
gult kldde. Forgylld vapenplat, vit plym och gul kordong.

Skanska linjedragonregementet

1802 fick regementet en frackjacka av gult klide med bla brost-
revdr med en bla rand pa uppslagen samt bla krage med réd kant
och en bicorn med gul plym och tofsar.

Bohuslins dragonregemente

1779 fick regementet en jacka av gront klide med gult foder
och kantsnoren samt gulkantad krage, grona charivader med
gula 6verkanter, en hatt av svart filt med gulgrén plym pa vénster
sida, ett knutskdrp 1 gult och gront (silke for officer) samt svarta
kndstovlar av vaxldder med sporrar.

1781 kom en kollett av gult kldde med grona sndren och uppslag
samt gron krage, en syrtut av gront kldde med dubbel knapprad
och ridbyxor av gra vadmal med svart skinnskoning.

Miscellaneous

From the 17th century, dragoons had mainly been mounted infan-
try. From the middle of the 18th centry this changed and around
1800 the cavalry was divided into heavy cavalry (cuirassiers and
dragoons) and light cavalry (hussars and lancers).

In Sweden only one dragoon unit remained after the Carolean era
- the Bohusldn Dragoons. Not until 1772 was the next unit raised,
the Light Dragoons of the Life Guard. The number was increased
by another three regiments over a 30-year period. The uniform of
these units were not homogeneous during the period and some of
the units were soon reorganized into hussar regiments.

The Bohuslédn Dragoon Regiment became in 1776 a light dra-
goon regiment and reorganized in 1791 to infantry. During that
time they kept, as the only unit in the army, green on their uni-
forms. The Vistgota Cavalry Regiment became dragoons in 1792
but even this regiment was transferred to the infantry in 1811.

All dragoon units had from 1772 yellow breeches of yellow wash
leather, dark blue or grey greatcoat, black stock of woollen cre-
pon and gauntlet gloves of yellow elk hide. Until 1809, officers
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wore a white brassard on the left upper arm. In 1781 came blue
or grey gaiters with buttons in the outer seams and a drill jacket
for everyday use. In 1792 epaulettes appeared when the gorget
disappeared.

In 1795 several units got a bicorn of black felt with agraffe, pom-
pon and plume and for some regiments gold braid on the upper edge
and a yellow barrel-sash (of silk for officers).

Arms and strapping

In 1780 a new type of cartouche of black leather in a strap of
chamois. The same applied in 1795 to the sabretache. The Light
Dragoons of the Life Guard had already in 1786 got a pale blue
sabretache with the small national coat of arms.

The arms consisted of sabre for troopers, m/1808 och m/1814.
The last model was in 1816 exchanged for a cavalry sword for
all personnel at the Scanian Dragoon regiment of the line. New
firearms during the period were the carbine m/1781 and dragoon
rifle m/1794.

Special equipment for certain units

Life Guards Light Dragoons (1772)

The unit was in 1772 equipped with a jacket of white broadcloth with
a pale blue plastron with double white buttonholes, and pale blue cuffs
and a white collar with a pale blue braid on each side, a pale blue waist-
coat edged with white, pale blue charivades edged with white, a sash
barrelled in yellow, a hat of black felt with a cap badge and a yellow
plume on the left side and black hessian boots with spurs.

In 1779 came a coatee of white broadcloth with pale blue facing with
stripes in white (officers silver), pale blue cuffs and shoulder tongues
and a white collar. The hat was now of black felt with cap badge and
a blue and yellow plume on left side. Black knee boots with spurs.
After more than 20 years as dragoons the regiment in 1793 was
transferred to a hussar regiment (see page 39) only to become
dragoons again after just four years.

Light Life Dragoon Regiment (1797)

The jacket was white with pale blue facing with double white but-
ton holes and a white collar. The Aat of black felt had a black brim,
a standing white plume in the front, cap plate and cockade. This was
already in 1798 changed to a /at of black felt with a yellow wing and
black peak, white plume on the front, cap plate, cordon and banderol.
In 1802 gaiters of pale blue broadcloth with a white stripe on the
outer seam and a pale blue fourage cap with white lining.

The regiment was once again reorganized, to:

Life Guard of Horse (1806)

In 1807 the regiment was issued a new white coatee of broadcloth
with pale blue facing with white lacing. White collar and cuffs
(full dress) and a pale blue jacket with white-edged pale blue fa-
cing. Pale blue trousers with lacing in the front and a stripe down
the outer seam (officers silver, white for other ranks) and pale
blue gaiters mounted with black leather. The hat was high and
round of felt with a black horse hair crest, cap plate, white plume
on the left side and cords (officers gold, trooper red) on the right.
Already in 1810 this was exchanged for a shako of black leather
with a cap plate and a white cordon front and back.

Life Regiment Brigade Light Dragoon Corps

It is not known if the regiment had enough time to be equipped
with a dragoon uniform as it already in 1815 was tranferred to a
hussar regiment.

Vistgota Dragoon Regiment

In 1790 the regiment was issued with a jacket of blue broadcloth
and a drill jacket of yellow broadcloth. The riding trousers were
of blue homespun and the jackboots were black and with spurs. In
1792 the regiment got a doublet of blue broadcloth stuffed with
yellow and with dark yellow lapels and half stripes and a yellow
edge on the collar and a white waistcoat with sleeves. The barrel
sash was yellow and pale blue (silk for officers) and the bicorn
black with yellow tassels and a white plume.

In 1795 a new doublet of blue broadcloth, half-open with blue
collar and new riding trousers of mounted grey homespun appea-
red. The doublet was changed in 1802 and got yellow cuffs and
the collar edged in yellow.

In 1806 came a white stable jacket of broadcloth with red collar and
cuffs, white half-facing front edged in red and a white, single-
breasted stable jacket with white half-facing front edged in red,
red collar and cuffs. The /at was of black felt fitted with a brass
plate and a white (officers black) hanging horsehair plume and a
white plume in the front and black hessian boots with spurs.

Smaland (Light) Dragoon Regiment

In 1805 the regiment got the same forage cap as the Life Guard of
Horse and Scanian Dragoons of the Line.

In 1810 came a colpak of black leather with a crown and flame
of yellow broadcloth. Golden cap plate, white plume and yellow
cord.

Scanian Dragoon Regiment of the line

In 1802 the regiment got a yellow doublet with blue facing and a
blue stripe on the lapels, red edge on the collar and a bicorn with
a yellow plume and tassels.

Bohuslian Dragoon Regiment

In 1779 the regiment got a jacket of green broadcloth with yellow
lining, piping and yellow-edged collar, green charivades with a
yellow stripe at the upper edge, a hat of black felt with a yellow-
green plume on the left side, a yellow and green barrel sash (silk
for officers) and black kneeboots of waxed leather with spurs.

In 1781 came a stable jacket of yellow broadcloth with green ed-
ges, cuffs and collar, a surtout of green broadcloth with a double
row of buttons and riding trousers of grey homespun and moun-
ted with black leather.

Kyrassidrer riknas som tungt kavalleri. Ordet kommer fran ky-
rass som var namnet pa den harnesk de bar som skydd. Under
1600-talet blev de helt harneskklddda ryttarna allt for otympliga
och man borjade anvinda lattare kyrass och hjalm. Bevipningen
var vérja och pistol.

De harneskklddda kyrassidrerna var ofta storvuxna och deras
tyngd kriavde stora héstar. Kyrassidrregementena kom, tillsam-
mans med dragonregementena, att under 1800-talet inga i gruppen
tungt kavalleri. Av de tre svenska forband som vid denna tidpunkt
bar kyrass var det enbart Livregementsbrigadens kyrassidrkar som
var ett faltforband.

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ertig Carls livdrabanter (1790-1809)

(guldtrad for officer) med tva tofsar. Kyrrassidrhjdlmen fran 1795,
av romersk typ, var av svart 1dder med forgylld hjalmplat och kam
kront med ett lejon samt vit hog fjaderliggare (svart tagelliggare
for Livregementsbrigadens kyrassidrkér). Bicornen var av svart
filt med en méissingsknapp pa tva guldgaloner (silver for Hertig
Carls Livdrabanter), tva tofsar av guldtrad samt en vit plym (blagul
for drabanterna). Kraghandskarna var av gult skinn och kragstov-
larna av svart ldder med sporrar. En svart och tva vita halsdukar
av yllecrepon kompletterade utrustningen. En vit armbindel bars
av officer fram till 1809 pa vénster 6verarm. Svarta kragstéviar
av vaxlidder med sporrar.

1802 infordes en jacka av blatt klade med blétt broststycke med
blavita revérer for Livregementsbrigadens kyrassidrkar jacka av
blatt klide med blatt broststycke med bldvita revérer

Kartuschldda m/1780 av svart ldder i rem med galon bars av of-
ficer och fanjunkare och i rem av lader for manskap dver vénster
axel (ej Hertig Carls livdrabanter) samt sabeltaska m/1795 av
svart ldder. 1805 utrustades Livregementsbrigadens kyrassidrkar
med pallasch for manskap och 1807 med tva pistoler - flankor
och studsare (med 16skolv).

Cuirassiers are heavy cavalry. Cuirasse is the name of the har-
ness which protected the riders. In the 17th century, the complete
harness became too ungainly so only breast and backplates and
a helmet remained in use. The arms were a straight sword and
pistols.

Cuirassiers were often tall, so big horses were needed. During
the 19th century the cuirassier regiments became more similar to
the other cavalry regiments. In the early part of the century the
cuirassier regiments together with the dragoons became known
as heavy cavalry. Of the three Swedish regiments that at this point
wore the cuirasse, only the Life Regiment Brigade Cuirassier
Corps was a field unit. Both bodyguard units had only ceremonial
duties and were disbanded at the end of the period.

Uniform m/1795 was composed of a short buff jacket of yellow
buckskin with light blue lining and cuffs, a back and breast cui-
rasse of steel with gilded fittings and lined with yellow chamois.
These garments were in principle used only for ceremonial du-
ties. In addition, there was a dark blue coatee with yellow lining
for the Bodyguard units and white lining, collar and cuffs for Life
Regiment Brigade Cuirassier Corps. Duke Charles’s Corps of
Bodyguard also had red facing. The drill jacket was white with
blue facing, collar and cuffs. Breeches of chamois buckskin and
mounted trousers of grey homespun cloth with a button row
along the outer seam, a blue and yellow (gold thread for officer)
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sash with two tassels. A roman helmet of black lacquered leather
with a fluted crest crowned by a lion and a front plate of gilded
brass. On the top a high plume of white feathers (of black horse-
hair for the Life Regiment Brigade Cuirassier Corps). The bicorn
of black felt had a brass button on two gold braids (silver for
Duke Charles’s Corps of Bodyguard), two tassels of gold thread
and a blue and yellow plume for the King's Bodyguard and yel-
low for Duke Charles’s Corps of Bodyguard. The bicorn of the
Life Regiment Brigade Cuirassier Corps had no braid but a clasp,
pompon, and a white standing plume. Gauntlet gloves were of
yellow hide and the jackboots of black wax leather with spurs.
One black and two white stocks of woollen crepon completed the
equipment. A white brassard was worn by officers on the left up-
per arm until 1809.

In 1802 a jacket of blue broadcloth with a blue facing with blue-
white edgings and a white collar were introduced for the Life
Regiment Brigade Cuirassier Corps.

Arms and strappings:

Cartouche m/1780 of black leather in a strap with gold braid for offi-
cers and senior NCOs and of leather for troopers over the left shoulder
(except for Duke Charles’s Body Guard) and sabretache m/1795 of
black leather. In 1805 the Life Regiment Brigade Cuirassier Corps
was equipped with a cavalry sword and 1807 with two pistols -
smoothbore and rifled (with a loose butt).

Snormakerier i guld pé drmar, skdrt och rygg samt nedanfor kra-
gen. Pa vinstra axeln fanns en axeltréns av silvertrdd. Dolman for
manskap var samma som for officer med f6ljande undantag: De 10
knappraderna forbands med dubbla fyrkantssnéren av gul textil.
Vid yttre knappradena 6glor enligt ovan. For den dagliga tjans-
ten fanns en enkelknippt jacka av morkblatt kldde. Pdlsen var
morkbld med gula sndren, svart foder och bram, bada av farskinn
och knappar som pé dolman. Slingkappan var morkbla med vitt
foder, gul trans, tofs och knapp och de gula byxorna av sdmskat
bockskinn. P4 huvudet bars en hogmdssa av svart filt med fly-
gel och gul vimpel, (officer med tréns och tofs i guld, kokard med
knapp), gul kordong med tofsar (officer av guld och silke) och
med vit stdende plym eller bicorn av svart filt utan galon med
agraff, pompon, plym och for officer med tofsar.

Under perioden bars kartuschidda av svart 1ader i rem med galon
for officer och fanjunkare och av lader for manskap (med forgyll-
da rymnnalar for officer och fanjunkare vid Smélands husarre-
gemente) Over vanster axel och sabeltaska m/1835 av svart lader
(olika utseende).

Som blankvapen anvéndes sabel m/1793 for manskap vid husar-
regementen och sabel m/1800 for officer vid husarregementena,
sabel m/1807 for manskap vid kavalleriet, véirja m/1810 for of-
ficer vid kavalleriet, sabel m/1814 for officer och manskap vid
latt kavalleri, vdrja m/1820 for officer vid kavalleriet och sabel

Pdlsen var morkblad med
vita snoren, svart foder och brdm, bada av farskinn och knappar
som pa dolman och slingkappan morkbla med vit tréns (for of-
ficer av silver), tofs och knapp. Husarstoviar var inledningsvis
gula med tofsar.

Smaélands husarregemente (1822)

Regementet utrustades 1822 med morkbléd do/ma med gul krage
och hogmassa av svart filt med gul flygel, kordong och vit plym pa
vénster sida.

1825 tillkom det blagula knutskdrpet.

Skdnska husarregementet (1807)

The highly mobile hussar units soon became popular and Swe-
den, like many other European countries, increased the number
of regiments in the first decade of the 19th century. During the
war in Germany 1813 and in Norway 1814 three Swedish hussar
regiments participated with some success especially at the battle
of Bornhoft in 1813.

Only details of the uniforms were changed and in 1796 the of-
ficers” do/man was dark blue with a Prussian collar with a yellow
edge. There were five rows of buttons, each with 14 gilded bul-
let buttons. These button rows were joined with double, thick and
squared golden strings. On the outer rows, a single string formed
a loop. There was gold lacing on arms, tails, back and below the
collar. On the left shoulder was a strap of silver. The do/man for
troopers was the same as for officers with the following excep-
tions: The 10 rows of buttons were joined with double, thick and
squared yellow strings of wool. On the outer rows loops as above.
For fatigues a single-breasted jacket of dark blue broadcloth was
used. The pelisse was dark blue with yellow strings, black fur trim-
med lining and edging, both of sheepskin, and the same buttons as
for the dolman. The Spanish cloak was dark blue with a yellow
cord, tassels and button and the yellow breeches of chamois. As
headgear a mirliton cap of black felt with a wing and a yellow

streamer (officers had a cord and a tuft in gold, and cockade with
a button), yellow cord with tufts (officers in gold/silver) and a
white standing plume or a bicorn of black felt with a clasp, pom-
pon, plume with tassels for officers. The stock was of black cre-
pon and the black, short hessian boots had a tassel.

In 1800 came gaiters of dark blue broadcloth mounted with black
calf hide and a strap under the foot (buttoned outside boots, bree-
ches and dolman) and frousers of dark blue broadcloth with a
stripe of gold braid (a yellow stripe for troopers) in the outer
seam from the upper part of the pocket down to the lowest part
of the leg.

In 1806 the dolman and the pelisse were changed, giving the col-
lar the regimental colour, making the strings on the dolman and
pelisse slimmer and increasing from 10 to 14 the numbers in the
five button rows.

In 1809 the white brassard for officers (worn since 1772) disap-
peared.

In 1814 a pale blue dolman, gaiters and trousers and white pe-
lisse with strings, buttons and silver lacing (white for troopers)
were introduced to the Life Guard of Horse.

In 1815 the Life Regiment Hussar Corps got a dark blue dolman
and pelisse with strings and silver lacing.

During the period a cartouche of black leather with a strap with braid
for officers and of black leather for troopers over the left shoulder and a
sabretache m/1835 of black leather (different types) were worn.
Sabre m/1793 for troopers of the hussar regiments and sabre
m/1800 for officers of the hussar regiments, sabre m/I1807 for
troopers (cavalry), sword m/1810 for officers (cavalry) sabre
m/1814 for all personnel (light cavalry), sword m/1820 for offi-
cers (cavalry) and sabre m/1842 for troopers (cavalry).

Special equipment for certain units

Life Guard of Horse

The Horse Guard became hussars in 1814 and were equipped
with dolmans for officers of pale blue broadcloth with white
collar and cuffs. On the breast five rows of buttons each with 14
bullet buttons in silver. These button rows were joined with dou-
ble four-edged strings in silver. At the outer row a loop was made
with a single string. Lace in silver on sleeves, tails and back and
under the collar. On left shoulder a shoulder strap. Dol/man for
troopers was the same as for officers with the following excep-
tions: Pale blue, button rows are joined with double four-edged
strings of white wool. At the outer row loops as above. The pelis-
se was of white broadcloth with strings in silver (troopers white),
grey lining and fur trimming, both of sheepskin. Buttons were the
same as on the dolman. Trousers and gaiters of pale blue broad-
cloth (medium blue) with a 40-mm stripe in silver (white) at the
outer seam. The gaiters were lined with hide. The barrel sash was
blue and yellow (officer of silk).

In 1820 the dolman was changed by making the collar pale blue
and a new mirliton cap of black felt with a yellow wing and a
white standing plume was introduced.

in 1822 a sabre for officers of the hussar regiments except the
Life Guard of Horse and Life Regiment Hussar Corps.

In 1822 officers of the Sméland Hussar Regiment were issued
with gold fittings on the cartouche strap and the same year of-
ficers of the Crown Prince’s Hussar Regiment got a new sabre.
The firearms were pistol m/1759, pistol m/1738-1802 for all
personnel and pistol m/1807 (smoothbore and rifled with a loo-
se butt) for all personnel. The carbine was to be suspended for
hussar units but the carbine m/1759 was still used.

Life Regiment Hussar Corps (1815)

In 1815 the Life Regiment Brigade Light Dragoon Corps was
reorganized as hussars. As a Life Regiment its traditional colour
was white and this was evident in the new hussar uniform: The
dolman for officers was dark blue with white collar and cuffs. On
the chest, three rows of buttons, each with 14 bullet buttons in sil-
ver. These rows were joined with double four-edged strings of
silver. On the left shoulder was a shoulder strap of silver. The
dolman for troopers was the same as for officers with the follo-
wing exceptions: The button rows were joined with double white
four-edged strings of wool. The pelisse was dark blue with white
string and black lining and fur trimming, both of sheepskin, and
buttons as on the dolman and a dark blue Spanish cloak with a
white cord (silver for officers), tassel and a button. At the begin-
ning the Hessian boots were yellow with tassels.

En erfarenhet frdn Amerikanska frihetskriget 1775-1782 var an-
viandandet av sa kallade “rangers” i krigforingen d v s 14ttror-
lig trupp, bade till fot och hést, som sjélvstindigt kunde agera i
betickt terrdng framfor de reguljira styrkorna. Dessa forbands
uppgifter var huvudsakligen spaning och stérande verksamhet.
Verksamheten innebar stora avsteg fran 1700-talets linear-taktik
dér rittning och samtidigt eldoppnande var det viktigaste. De
dé vanliga fargrika uniformerna inom infanteriet och kavalleriet
var oldmpliga for de nya uppgifterna varfér mer dimpade férger,
framst gront och gratt, valdes.

I Sverige infordes sérskilda jagarforband redan 1758 i Pommern
och 1770 i Finland. I egentliga Sverige uppsattes forbanden
Virmlands fotjagarbataljon 1790 (se del 2 Infanteriet) och Jamt-
lands histjagarskvadron 1802 och 1806 besléts att infanteriets re-
gementen skulle sitta upp s k jégardivisioner (ca 90 man) inom
den befintliga organisationen. Aven Litta livdragonregementet
deltog i verksamheten fran 1801 med tva jigarskvadroner.

Det beridna jégarforbandet i Jamtland utrustades inledningsvis
med en frackjacka av morkgront klide med revér i samma férg och
ridbyxor av skinnskott gratt klide med knéppning i yttre sémmen
och langbyxor av morkgront kldde med en svart kant 1 yttersom-
men. Hatten var rund, hdgkullig av svart filt med brétte fram och
bak, missingsknapp, kordong och trins av lader, en gron stdende
plym och svart tagelliggare med héngande plym av svart tagel.
Gula kraghandskar av skinn samt husarstévlar av svart lader
med sporrar av stal. Vit armbindel bars av officer fram till 1809
pa vinster overarm.

1816 fordndrades uniformen och nu bars ‘morkgron, dubbel-
knéppt frackjacka med svart krage och uppslag och epéletter,
ldngbyxor av grd kommiss med svarta band i yttersommen och
morkgron tschakd med forgylld mossplat, morkgron banderoll
och pompom med hidngande svart tagelplym (parad). Svart bi-
corn med svart plym infordes som alternativ for officerare. 1825
tillfordes bla-gult knutskdrp (silke for officer) och 1831 infordes
en ny hogre tchakd med forgylld mossplat, gul banderoll fram och
bak och stdende svart plym (parad). 1843 inférdes morkgrona
ldngbyxor med svarta band i yttersémmen.

Livdragonernas tva jagarskvadroner utrustades med morkgron
frackjacka med vita snoren, vita ridbyxor och morkgrona ldng-
byxor med dubbel vit revir i yttersommen. Hatten var rund och
hogkullig av svart filt med brétte fram och bak, mossplét, en vit
stdende plym (officer bldgul) och mdssplat samt moérkgron tagel-
liggare samt hingande plym av vitt tagel

Dessa skvadroner utgick redan 1806.

Beviapning och remtygspersedlar

Jégarna utrustades inledningsvid med sabel/ m/1793 for manskap
vid husarregementena, kartuschlida av svart lader i svart rem
(1806 tillkom forgyllda rymnnalar for officer och fanjunkare) Gver
vénster axel och sabeltaska av svart lader (till 1845). 1800 fick
officerarna en ny sabel for officer vid beridet jagarforband. 1804
utrustades manskapet med studsare och 1842 fick dven de en ny
sabel.

An experience from the American War of Liberty 1775-1782 was
the use of “rangers”, highly mobile troops on horse and on foot
and horse, able to act independently in forrested country in front
of the regular force. The tasks were mainly intelligence and gue-
rilla engagements. The operations represented a strong deviation
from the normal “linear” tactic of the 18th century where dres-
sing and simultaneous fire were central. Richly coloured contem-
porary infantry and cavalry uniforms were unfit for the new tasks
so more muted colours, mainly green or grey, were chosen.

In Sweden ranger units were introduced already 1758 in Pomme-
rania and 1770 in Finland. In Sweden proper the Vérmland rang-
er battalion of Foot (see Book 2, Infantry) was raised in 1790,
and the Jamtland Mounted Ranger squadron in 1802. In 1806
most infantry regiments were ordered to raise so-called ranger
divisions (about 90 men) within the existing strength. The Light
Life Dragoon Regiment also became involved from 1801 with
two ranger squadrons.

The mounted ranger unit in Jimtland was first equipped with a
coatee of dark green broadcloth with facing in the same colour
and grey gaiter trousers mounted with leather and buttoned on
the outer seam and dark green trousers with a black stripe on the
outer seam. The kusket was round and high, of black felt with a
brim both front and back, a cap plate, a green standing plume and
a crest with a hanging plume of black horsehair. Yellow gauntlet
gloves and black hessian boots with steel spurs. Until 1809 a
white brassard was worn by officers on the left upper arm.

In 1816 the uniform was changed to a dark green double-butto-
ned coatee with black collar and cuffs and epaulettes, trousers of
grey homespun with black stripes and a dark green with a shako
with a gilded cap plate, dark green cord and pompon with a droo-

ping black plume of horse hair (for parade). A black bicorn with
a black plume was introduced as alternative headgear for officers.
In 1825, a blue-yellow barrel sash (of silk for officers) and 1832
a new higher shako with gilded cap plate, yellow cord both front
and back and a standing black plume (parade) were introduced. In
1843 dark green trousers with black stripes along the outer seam
was introduced.

The two ranger squadrons of the Light Life Dragoons were
equipped with a dark green coatee with white strings, white bree-
ches and dark green trousers with a double white stripe on the
outer seam. The kusket was round and high of black felt with a
brim front and back, cap plate, white standing plume (officers
blue-yellow) and dark green crest with a drooping brush of white
horsehair.

Arms and strappings

In the beginning the rangers were
equipped with sabre m/1793 for
troopers att the hussar regiments,
cartouche of black leather in a black
strap (1806 with silver-plated fit-
tings for officers and senior NCOs)
over the left shoulder and sabre-
tache of black leather (until 1845).
In 1800 officers got a new sabre in
mounted ranger units. In 1804 rank héstjdgarkdr

and file were equipped with rifles Sabretache Jimtland
and in 1842 also with a new sabre.

Sodra skanska kavalleriregemente 1805 till karabin-
jarregemente.

After French example, Prince Carl’s Southern Scani-
an Cavalry Regiment 1802 was transformed in 1805
into a carabiniere regiment. The reason is unknown
as the tasks were basically unchanged. The name
change lasted less than twenty years.

In spite of the new name it was not untill 1814 that
the regiment got the uniform decided on in 1806: a
Jjacket of dark blue broadcloth with short tails and a yel-
low facing, riding breeches of dark blue broadcloth
mounted with leather and with a yellow stripe on the
outer seam, a blue and yellow barrel sash (of silk
for officers) and a black shako with white cord and
cordon and in a red pompon a drooping plume of black
horse hair. A bicorn of black felt with a black plume
had been assigned to officers a few year earlier.

Arms and strappings

1805 came a cartouche of black leather in a black
strap (with gilded fittings for officer and senior
NCO) over left shoulder. In 1807 rank and files were
alloted a new sabre and one smoothbore and one ri-
fled pistol (both could be equipped with a loose butt)
and in 1815 came a special sabre for officer of the
Scanian Carabiniere Regiment.

Ridbyxor &r av morkblatt
klade, skinnskodda och med gul (guld) revir i yttersommen.
Hjdlmen, av s k romersk typ, dr av svart lackerat lider med kam,
hakfjéll och vapenplét i forgylld méssing. P4 kammen en hog
svart tagelliggare. Knutskérpet ersétts av ett gult och blatt skdrp
med tvé tofsar.

Skanska karabinjarregementet som 1822 omorganiseras till dra-
gonregemente bibeholl i stort den tidigare uniformen men tschak-
an utbyttes 1825 mot en hjdlm liknande den som Liregementets
dragonkar redan hade och samma sak gillde skirpet. Aret dirpa
tilldelades officerarna forgyllda rymnnalar pa kartuschremmen.

Bigeschen ersétter syrtuten inom kavalleriet.

Vapen och remtygspersedlar

Till den nya uniformen behoélls den tidigare burnakartuschlddan
av svart lader i rem med guldgalon for officer och fanjunkare och
av gult lader for manskap Gver vanster axel. Detsamma gillde
sabeltaskan samt pistolerna (flankor och stusare med 16skolv) av
modell 1807. En ny allmén sabel for manskap (tungt kavalleri)
kom 1814 och aret efter en motsvarande for officerare vid Sma-
lands dragonregemente, 1820 introducerades sabel for officer
(kavalleriet) och 1842 sabel for manskap (kavalleriet).

During this period the dragoons finally left their original role as
mounted infantry. Along with the cuirassier units they now be-
longed to the heavy cavalry i.e. they fought in closed order. A few
parts of armour from older times were still in use (helmet and for
the cuirassieres also the buffcoat and breast harness.)

In 1815 the Life Regiment Curassier Corps was reorganized into
dragoons and equipped with a jacket of blue broadcloth with a
single row of buttons and with white lining, collar and cuffs, a
drill jacket of white broadcloth with blue-edged white facing, blue
collar and cuffs and one epaulette on the left shoulder. Leather
mounted trousers of dark blue broadcloth and with a white stripe
in the outer seam, shako of black felt with a gilded cap plate, yel-
low cord and cordon and, in a yellow pompon, a standing white
plume (for parade). Officers of the Life Regiment Dragoon Corps
are allotted a special sabre. In 1820 in addition there was a yel-
low barrel sash (silk for officers).

In 1823 a new uniform was introduced with a jacket of white bro-
adcloth (with longer tails for officer) with blue facing edged in
yellow (gold for officers), blue collar and cuffs with two yellow
buttonholes and epaulettes on both shoulders. The trousers of dark
blue broadcloth were mounted with leather and had a yellow stri-
pe in the outer seam. The roman helmet was of black lacquered
leather with a fluted crest, chin-scales and a front plate of gilded
brass. On the top a high black crest of horsehair. The barrel sash
was replaced by a blue and yellow sash with two tassels. Two years
later the colour of the crest changed to white for officers. In 1834
the crest was changed again to black bear pelt, In 1838 the ranks
and files of one squadron were equipped with lances.

Smaéland Dragoon Regiment -1822

The Sméland Dragoon Regiment, reorganized already in 1822
into hussars, was never equipped with m/1815, although the
kolpak was replaced by a shako in 1819.

During this period the older uniform with casque, buff coat and
harness was still in use.

The Scanian Carabiniere Regiment, reorganized in 1822 into a
dragoon regiment, kept its old uniform but in 1825 the shako was
replaced by a helmet of the same type as for the Life Regiment
Dragoon Corps; the same happened with the sash. The following
year the officers were allotted gilded fittings on their cartouche
straps.

The frock coat replaced the surtout for the cavalry.

Arms and strappings

The earlier used cartouche of black leather in a strap of yellow
leather (covered with gold braid for officers and senior NCOs)
over the left shoulder and the sabre tache of black leather (dif-
ferent appearances) were retained. The pistols (one smoothbore
and one rifled with a loose butt) from 1807 were also still in use.
In 1814 new sabres for heavy cavalry trooper were issued and next
year came a new sabre for officers of the Sméland Dragoon Regi-
ment. In 1820 a sabre for officers (cavalry) was issued and in 1842
a new sword for troopers (cavalry) appeared.

Omuniformeringen av armén 1845 gillde i forsta hand infante-
riet men det kom &ven att gélla dragonforbanden. Livgardet till
hést som varit husarer sedan 1814 dverfordes nu till dragonfor-
banden. Tillsammans med Livregementets dragonkar och Skan-
ska dragonregementet fick nu férbanden for forsta gdngen en va-
penrock som for officer och fanjunkare var av kléde, enkelradig
med regementets knappar. Oppen stindkrage som var snedsku-
ren framtill och pé vardera sidan av kragen hade tva 130-140
mm langa sé& kallade knapphal och &rmuppslagen var forsedda
med tva uppstdende knapphél, bada av 20 och 9 mm silverfargad
galon. Epélett m/1845 for officer (med buljoner for regements-
officer) fastes pa axlarna. Framkant, fallklaffar (bakfickor) och
ryggslits var forsedda med 4 mm fyrkantsnore i silver. Vapenrock-
en for manskap var av kommiss och hade knapphél av vitt 20 och
9 mm band samt vit tygepalett m/1804 med fransar. Ldngbyxorna
var av klade (kommiss), vid behov med skinnskoning och med revir
1 yttersommen (silvergalon for officer och vitt band for manskap).
Ldngbyxor av linne eller annat vitt tyg (for sommarbruk) fanns
ocksa. Kappan var av morkblétt klade, skdrpet blagult med tva
tofsar (officer) och halsduken av klade. Huvudbonaden var kask
eller Ajdlm. Dessutom fanns dragonmaossa och ldgermdssa, bada
av flera modeller. Svarta stoviar med sporrar av stal eller skor
bars enligt tjénstens krav.

1854 ersattes den enkelkndppta vapenrocken av en dubbelknéppt
av morkblatt kldde med 1&g, 6ppen standkrage, axelklaffar (epa-
letter for officer) och knapphal pa krage och &rmuppslag.

130-140 mm langa sé kallat knapphal och drmuppslag forsedda
med tva uppstaende knapphél, bada av 20 och 9 mm silverfargad
galon. Epélett m/1845 for officer (med silverbuljoner for rege-
mentsofficer). Framkant, fallklaffar (bakfickor) och ryggsprund
forsedda med 4 mm fyrkantsndre 1 silver. Vapenrocken for man-
skap var av mellanbla kommiss med knapphél av vitt 20 och 9
mm band. Vit tygepalett m/1804 med fransar. Ldngbyxorna var
av mellanblatt kldde (kommiss), vid behov med skinnskoning och
hade en 35 mm vit revér i yttersommen (silvergalon for officer).
Regementet utrustades med en kask av svart lackerat lader med
vapenplét, spets och hakfjill av forgylld méssing samt kokard pa
kaskens hogra sida. En vit hingande plym av tagel tillfordes vid
parad.

1846 kom en ny mellanblé /dgermdssa med vita kantband.

Livregementets dragonkér

Vapenrocken for officer och fanjunkare var av morkblatt kléde,
enkelkndppt med vit passpoal och forgyllda knapphal pa krage
och drmuppslag. Morkblé epéletter med forgylld vulst och med
buljoner i guld for regementsofficer bars pa axlarna. Vapenrocken
for manskap var av morkbla kommiss med vit passpoal och gula
knapphal pa krage och armuppslag. Langbyxorna for officer och
fanjunkare var av morkblatt klade, vid behov med skinnskoning,
med 20 mm bred revér av guldgalon och fér manskap av morkbla
kommiss med 20 mm bred vit revar.

1846 tillkom en Ajdlm av romersk typ i svart lider med vapen-
plat, hakfjdll och kam av forgylld méssing och en morkbla liger-
mossa med vita kantband.

Skénska dragonregementet

Forst 1849 erholl regementet den nya uniformen med vapenrock
for officer och fanjunkare av morkblatt klide med bla krage och
uppslag, enkelknidppt med gul passpoal och forgyllda knapphél
pa krage och drmuppslag. Epdletterna var av samma typ som
Livregementets dragonkérs. Vapenrocken for manskap hade gula
knapphal pa kragen och de bla &rmuppslagen. Langbyxorna for
officer och fanjunkare var av morkblatt klade, skinnskodda och
med en 10 mm bred revér av guldgalon medan ldngbyxorna for
manskap var av morkbla kommiss, skinnskodda och med en 10
mm bred mellanbla revir. Regementet fick 1849 avldgga sin hjdlm
vilken ersattes av en mellanbla dragonmdssa med svart kulle och
svart lackerad skdrm fram och bak, hogst upp en guldgalon och
en forgylld pompon (béda gula f6r manskap med mellanblé tofs
(av guld for officer). Vapenplat var av forgylld méssing och en
fingrem fastsatt i mdssans bakre del, fastes om halsen.
Dragonmdssan dndrades 1854 och 1866.

1846 hade dven en morkbld ldgermdssa med vita kantband till-
kommit.

The new uniform system of the army in 1845 was intended
mainly for the infantry but dragoon units were also included. The
Life Guard of Horse, hussars since 1814, was now transferred to
a dragoon regiment. Together with the Life Regiment Dragoon
Corps and the Scanian Dragoon Regiment the units for the first
time got a funic which for officers and senior NCOs was of bro-
adcloth, single-breasted with regimental buttons. Open Prussian
collar, on the front bias and on each side two 130-140 mm long
so-called buttonholes and the cuffs had two standing buttonho-
les, both of 20 and 9 mm silver braid. Epaulettes m/1845 for
officers (with bullions for regimental officer) were strapped on
the shoulders. Front edge, back pockets and back vent had 4 mm
four-edged silver string. The tunic for troopers was of uniform
cloth and had buttonholes of white 20- and 9-mm ribbons and
white epaulettes m/1804 of white cloth with fringes. The trousers
were of broadcloth (uniform), when necessary reinforced with lea-
ther and with a stripe along the outer seam (silver braid for officers
and a white ribbon for troopers). Trousers of linen or some other
white cloth were used in summer. The greatcoat was of dark blue
broadcloth, the sash blue and yellow with two tassels (officers)
and stock of black woollen crepon. Headgear was a casque or a
helmet. There were also a dragoon cap and a fatigue cap, both in
several models. Black boots with steel spurs or shoes were worn
depending on circumstances.

In 1854 the single-breasted tunic was replaced by a double-
breasted of dark blue broadcloth with a low, open prussian collar,
shoulder straps (epaulettes for officer) and buttonholes on collar
and cuffs.

Scanian Dragoon Regiment

Arms and strappings

Sword belt and slings m/1847 with gold braid (silver for Life
Guard of Horse) for officers and senior NCOs and of leather for
troopers with fittings of gilded brass (silver-plate for Life Guard
of Horse) and cartouche m/1847 of black leather with a pouch
belt with 4,5 cm-wide gold braid (silver for Life Guard of Horse)
for officer and of leather for trooper were worn during the entire pe-
riod. During the same year officers and senior NCOs of the Life
Guard of Horse got a cartouche with a lid of silver-plated metal
in a pouch belt with 4.5 cm-wide silver braid for officers.

The armament consisted of sabre m/1830 for troopers (cavalry)
and cavalry sword m/1849 for officers.

The carbine was by now almost abolished and the only handgun
was now pistol m/1830 with one smoothbore and one rifled (both
could be equipped with a loose butt) pistol.

In 1851 some troopers got a lance with a blue and yellow pen-
nant.
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Special equipment for certain units

Life Guard of Horse (the Horse Guard)

The tunic for officers and senior NCOs was of pale blue broad-
cloth, single-breasted with button m/1845 in silver. The Prussian
collar was cut obliquely in the front and on both sides two 130-
140 mm long buttonholes of 20 mm silver braid and cuffs with
two standing buttonholes of 9 mm silver braid each with a but-
ton. Epaulettes m/1845 for officers (with bullions for regimen-
tal officers). The front edge, backpockets and a 4-mm vent had
four-edged string in silver. The funic for troopers was of medium
blue uniform cloth with buttonholes of white 20 and 9 mm stripes.
White-fringed epaulettes m/1804. The trousers were of pale (me-
dium) blue broad- (uniform) cloth when necessary mounted with
leather and with a 35 mm stripe on the outer seam (silver braid
for officers). The casque of black lacquered leather with a gilded
helmet plate, a pike, chin scales and a cockade on the right side.
A white drooping plume of horsehair was attached for parades.
In 1846 came a new pale/medium blue forage cap with white
stripes on the edges.

Life Regiment Dragoon Corps

The tunic for officers and senior NCOs was of dark blue broad-
cloth, single breasted with a white cord and gilded buttonholes
on collar and cuffs. Dark blue epaulettes trimmed in gold (golden
bullions for regimental officers) were worn on both shoulders.
The tunic for troopers was of dark blue uniform cloth with a white
stripe and yellow buttonholes on collar and cuffs. The trousers
for officers and senior NCOs were of dark blue broadcloth, when
necessary mounted with leather and with a 20-mm golden stripe
and the trousers for troopers were of dark blue uniform cloth and
with a 20-mm white stripe.

In 1846 a roman helmet of black lacquered leather with a fluted
crest, chin-scales and a front plate of gilded brass was introdu-
ced.

Scanian Dragoon Regiment

The regiment was first in 1849 given the new uniform with a
tunic for officers of dark blue broadcloth with blue collar and
cuffs, single-breasted with yellow piping and and gilded button-
holes on collar and cuffs. Golden epaulettes of the same pattern as
those for the Life Regiment Dragoon Corps.

The forage cap was dark blue with yellow stripes on the edges.
The trousers for troopers were of dark blue uniform cloth, when
necessary mounted with leather and with a 10-mm medium blue
stripe. The regiment now had to relinquish their helmet which
was replaced by a medium blue dragoon cap with a black crown
and a black lacquered brim in front and back, and at the top, gold
braid and a golden pompon — both yellow for troopers and with
a medium blue tassel (golden for officers). A cap plate of gilded
brass and a cap-line attached to the back was slung around the
neck. The model of the cap was changed in 1854 and 1866.

1847 kom en ny husarmossa av morkblatt klade och med skdrm
bade fram och bak av lackerat svart ldder.

The other regiments
had three loops made by a single string ("’clover leaves”). A thinner
four-edged string around the collar and the front from the col-
lar down to the flaps and around the lower edge. Trimmings on
sleeves, flaps and back and under the collar. The front edge, bot-
tom edges and the slit in the back were furnished with 4-mm
fouredged string. On the left shoulder a shoulder strap with a
button.

Dolman for troopers, of dark blue uniform cloth, otherwise the same
as for officers with the following exceptions: Eight buttons in
each row and the rows joined with double four-edged wool strings.
On the outer rows, three loops were formed by a single string
(’clover leaves”). A thinner four-edged string of wool around the
collar and the front from the collar down to the flaps, and around
the lower edge. On the left shoulder was a shoulder strap with a
button.

Trousers of dark blue broadcloth (uniform cloth) and mounted
whith leather. A string of gold braid (yellow for troopers) on the
outer seam from the upper part of the pocket all the way down.
Pelisse for officers - dark blue broadcloth, trimmed with black
sheepskin. Three rows of buttons on the breast, each with ten
bullet buttons. These rows were joined with double fouredged
strings. On the outer rows, officers (except for the Scanian Hus-

sar Regiment) had tufts in the same colour as the strings. Other
regiments had three loops formed by a single string (“clover lea-
ves”). Trimmings on sleeves, flaps and back and under the collar.
On the left shoulder a shoulder strap with a button.

Pelisse for troopers - dark blue uniform cloth, otherwise the same
as for officers with the following exceptions: Three rows of but-
tons on the breast, each with ten bullet buttons, joined with double
four-edged wool strings.

Barrel sash - gold and blue silk. It had golden knots weaved into
the blue, three in the front and two in the back and a cord and
golden tufts. The troopers’ sash was of yellow and blue woollen
strings.

1847 came a hussar cap of dark blue broadcloth and with a brim
both in the front and in the back of black lacquered leather. In the
front a cockade of silk and a double braid. A pompon can be at-
tached to the cap. A cap-line attached to the back is slung around
the neck.

1854 the hussar cap was changed to yellow broadcloth with a
brim in the front. Otherwise the same as m/1847 (a lower type
was introduced in 1854).

1866 another hussar cap of dark blue broadcloth with a gilded
plate was introduced.

The plume was drooping and of black (white for the Life Regiment
Hussars) horsehair.

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Arms and strappings

In 1758 the hussar regiments obtained a new sabre tache of black
leather (different appearances) which was used together with the
cartouche from 1794 and the sword belt from 1845.

Troopers got new sabres in 1847 and 1867 and as handguns they
used pistols m/1850 - smoothbore and rifled (with a loose butt).

Special equipment for certain units

Life Regiment Hussar Corps

In 1846 the regiment got a white edged collar on the dolman.
Four-edged strings and trappings were in silver (white for troo-
pers).

In 1849 came a white hussar cap with a black laquered brim and
in 1866 the cap became dark blue with a white, drooping plume
of horsehair.

Sméland Hussar Regiment
In 1846 the regiment got a yellow collar on the dark blue do/man
and in 1849 a yellow hussar cap with a black laquered brim.
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The Life Regiment Hussar Corps was issued in 1847 and 1867
with pistol m/1829-1859 for all personnel. The Smaland Hussar
Regiment got in 1857 pistols m/1820-1857, smoothbore and rif-
led (with a loose butt).

In 1851 some of the troopers were equipped with lances.

Scanian Hussar Regiment

In 1846 the regiment got a yellow-edged collar on the dolman.
In 1849 came a medium blue hussar cap with a black lacquered
brim.

Va-
penrocken for manskap var av mellanbld kommis med knapphél
av vitt 20 och 9 mm band och hade vit tygepélett m/1804 med
fransar. Byxorna var mellanbla skinnskodda langbyxor med 35
mm revér av silvergalon (35 mm vitt band for manskap). Som
huvudbonad inférdes en mellanbla /ansidrmdssa (tschapka) med
fyrkantig kulle av blétt klide och svartlackerat ldder. Pomponen
var gul och sndrena och fingstremmen som var fastsatt i mossans
bakre del och fast om halsen vita (officer hade snéren
och féngstrem av silver och pompon av guld). Till
mossan horde en vit hingande plym av tagel. Skdrp
m/1818 var blagult (for officer av guld och blatt

silke samt med tofsar).

Tillitna plagg
1858 infordes en mellanblé bigesch for officerare vid regementet
till vilken sabelkoppel m/1859 bars.

1871 kom en ny kollett for officer och underofficer av mellanblatt
kldde med dold knéppning.

Remtygs- och gevirspersedlar

Alltjamt anvéndes kartuschlida m/1794 av svart lader (kartusch-
ldda m/1847 av silver var dock tillldten for officer) med 4,5 cm
bred vit kartuschrem (belagd med silvergalon for officer). Sabel-
koppel m/1845 av vitt lader (belagd med en silvergalon for offi-
cer) och med forsilvrade beslag var ocksé fortsatt i bruk.
Beviépningen bestod av sabel (pallasch) m/1849 for officer, sabel
m/1867 for underofficer, sabel m/1854 och m/1867 f6r manskap
samt lans m/1851 med bligul vimpel for manskap. Dessutom
fanns tva pistoler m/1850, en flankér- och en studsare (bada kun-
de forses med 16skolv).

The cavalryman armed with a lance disappeared during the 16th
century in Europe except in Poland. After several spectacular
successes during the Napoleonic wars by Polish ulans, lancers
were reintroduced for light cavalry in most European armies and
were used up to the end of the First World War. This happened
also in Sweden when in 1851 subunits of several cavalry regi-
ments were equipped with lances and in 1852 the whole Life
Guard of Horse was reorganized into lancers. The new uniform
consisted of a double-breasted tunic for officers of pale blue bro-
adcloth, on each side of the collar two 130-140 mm long but-
tonholes and shaped cuffs with two standing buttonholes both
of 20 and 9 mm silver braid.

Permitted garments

In 1858 a pale blue frockcoat of broadcloth was introduced for
the officers and used together with sword-belt m/1859.

In 1871 a new pale/medium blue drill jacket of broadcloth with
hidden buttons was introduced for officers and NCO.

Arms and strappings
The cartouche m/1794 of black leather was still used (cartou-
che m/1847 with silver lid was allowed for officers) with 4.5-cm
white strap (covered with silver braid for officers). The sword
belt of white leather (covered with a silver braid for officers) and
silver plated fittings were also still in use.

Armament consisted of sabre (pallasch) m/1849 for officers, sa-
bre m/1867 for NCOs, sabre

During this period the increased fire-power of handguns made
traditional cavalry combat - the charge in closed ranks in open
terrain - obsolete. The tasks of this service branch were now con-
centrated to reconnaissance and surprise attacks. Even training in
dismounted fighting commenced which meant the return of the
carbine. The tasks and progressively the equipment of dragoons
and hussars became more and more similar, although traditional
uniforms were retained.

The uniforms of the dragoons were changed in 1859 and 1879
in connection with the transfer of Life Guard of Horse to a dra-
goon regiment. The tunic for officers was of broadcloth, dou-
ble-breasted with a plastron and epaulettes of gilded brass (with
bullions for regimental officers). A 4-mm four-edged string was
attached to the front, lower edges and the back slit. Officer and
NCO had regimental buttons. The funic for troopers was of uni-
form cloth, double-breasted with a plastron. A 4-mm four-edged
string was attached to the front, lower edges and the back slit.
The trousers were of dark blue broadcloth mounted with leather
and with a stripe of gold braid (yellow stripe for trooper) along
the outer seam. From 1881 the trousers were replaced by dark blue
riding breeches with gold braid (yellow stripe for troopers). In
the beginning the headgear could either be a helmet or a dragoon
cap. The sash was blue and yellow with hanging tassels (from
1823). In 1881 also knee-high, black riding boots with spurs of
steel appeared.

In 1872 a greatcoat of dark blue broadcloth with black lining
was introduced. Two rows of buttons on the breast, each with five
buttons. The sleeves are round cut out and have open flaps. In
the back are two straps with a button. On each side a pocket with

straight cut lids. Folded collar with white piping. Fixed shoulder
straps. The greatcoat extended to 10-20 cm below the knee.

The tunic m/1859 for officers was of white broadcloth, double-
buttoned with a dark blue plastron with dark blue and golden
buttonholes and with dark blue cuffs with a standing buttonhole
of gold braid with a button. Epaulettes of gilded brass. A 4-mm
four-edged dark blue string was attached to the front, lower edges
and the back slit. Golden buttons m/1845 (for officers and senior
NCOs). Tunic for troopers of white uniform cloth with dark blue
plastron with stripes and buttonholes in dark blue and yellow. A
simpler tunic of dark blue broadcloth, single-buttoned was used
for the fatigue uniform. The Roman helmet was of black lacqu-
ered leather with crest, helmet plate and chin scales of gilded
brass. It was lower, but otherwise the same as m/1846.

Scanian Dragoon Regiment

The tunic m/1859 for officers and senior NCOs was of dark blue
brodcloth, double-breasted with a yellow plastron and epaulettes
of gilded brass (with bullions for regimental officers). A 4-mm
four-edged string in gold was attached to the front, lower edges
and the back slit. Buttons m/1854 in gold. The tunic for troopers
was of dark blue uniform cloth, double-breasted with a yellow
plastron. A 4-mm four-edged yellow string was attached to the
front, lower edges and the back slit. Dragoon cap m/1849 was of
dark blue cloth (changed 1854 and 1866) with a brim of lacqu-
ered leather. This was replaced in 1886 by a helmet of black lac-
quered leather with point, helmet plate and chin scales of gilded
brass.

Stoviarna var svarta och kné-
héga med nedskuren bakkant och klacksporrar.

1858 hade en morkbla bigesch for officer inforts och 1875 kom
en morkbla attila med svarts snérmakerier for officer vid Liv-
regementets husarkar, Smélands husarer och Skanska husarrege-
mentet.

Vapen och remtygspersedlar

For the hussar units that had never had to fight in closed ranks, it
was easier than for the dragoons to adapt to the new cavalry tac-
tics developed in the second half of the 19th century. Intelligence
and disruption had always been the main tasks but it was harder
when it came to dismounted duties, which were completely unfa-
miliar. In 1870 the hussar uniforms became a little simpler, with
the following structure: The dolman for officers and senior NCOs
was of dark blue broadcloth with a Prussian collar. On the breast
were three rows of buttons, each with ten bullet buttons. The rows
were joined with double four-edged strings in gold. On the outer
rows, officers had tassels in the same colour as the strings. The
Scanian Hussar Regiment had three loops (“clover leaf”’) made
of a single string. A thinner four-edged string was around the the
collar and along the front edge from the collar all the way down.
Laces on sleeve flaps, on the back and under the collar. On the
left shoulder a strap with a button. The dolman for troopers was
of dark blue uniform cloth, otherwise the same as for officers with
the following exceptions: Eight buttons in each row and at the outer
rows “clover leafs” as above. A thinner four-edged string of yel-
low wool around the collar and in the front, from the collar down
to the lowest edge. On the left shoulder a shoulder strap with a
button. The trousers of dark blue broadcloth were mounted with
leather and had a string of gold braid (yellow for troopers) on the
outer seam from the upper part of the pocket all the way down. The
pelisse for officers was of dark blue broadcloth with white lining
and trimmed with black sheepskin. On the breast were three rows
of buttons, each with ten bullet buttons. These rows were joined
with double four-edged golden strings and on the outer rows, of-
ficers had tassels of the same colour as the strings. The Scanian

Scanian Hussar Regiment

Hussar Regiment officers had three loops (“clover leaf”) made
of a single string. Lace on sleeve flaps, on the back and under
the collar. On the left shoulder a shoulder strap with a button.
The pelisse for troopers was of dark blue uniform cloth, otherwise
the same as for officers with the following exceptions: On the
breast there were three rows of buttons each with eight bullet but-
tons joined with double four-edged strings of yellow wool. The
hussar cap was of dark blue broadcloth and with a brim of black
lacquered leather. Around the top of the crown a string of gold and
blue silk (for Life Regiment Hussars the string was in silver and
blue) and in the front a silk cockade and a gilded cap plate of blue
enamel (officers). A capline attached to the back of the cap was
slung around the neck. For parade, the cap was furnished with a
drooping black plume of horsehair (white for the Life Regiment
Hussars), The barrel sash was of gold and blue silk with golden
knots woven into the blue, three in the front and two in the back
and a cord and gold tassel.

In 1872 the regiments were issued with a greatcoat of dark blue
broadcloth with black lining. In the front, two rows of buttons,
each with five bullet buttons. The sleeves were round cut and had
open cuffs. In the back there were two straps with a button. On
each side two pockets with straight cut flaps. The folding collar
had yellow piping. Fixed shoulder straps. The greatcoat reached
10-20 cm below the knee.

In 1881 the trousers were replaced by riding breeches of dark
blue broadcloth with a stripe of gold braid (ribbon for troopers)
on the outer seam and black, knee-length leather boots with cut
-down leg on the back and heel spurs.

Permitted garments

In 1858 a dark blue, knee-length frock coat for officers had been
introduced and in 1875 a dark blue attila with black braid and trim-
ming for officers pf the Life Regiment Hussar Corps, Smaland
Hussar Regiment and Scanian Hussar Regiment was introduced.

Arms and strappings

The cartouche m/1847 of leather with a 4.5 cm-wide strap co-
vered with gold braid for officers (with gilded fittings for the
Smaéland Hussar Regiment) was worn over the left shoulder until
1893 when it was abolished for troopers. The sabretache m/1847
of black leather with the small national crest (except for the Sma-
land Hussar Regiment which had the lion of Sméland). The sabre
tache was abolished in 1894.

The sword belt of leather (covered with gold braid for officers)
and with fittings of gilded brass was abolished in 1893 for troo-
pers.

Armament consisted of sabre m/1860 for officers, sabre m/1864
for troopers and sabre m/1667 for troopers. The revolver m/1871
for all personnel (except for the Hussar Regiment of Charles XV)
superseded the old pistols and from 1884 the unit was issued with
carbine m/1870 and in 1872 with carbine m/1879 for troopers.

Special equipment for certain units

The Crown Prince’s Own Hussar Regiment

The regiment had golden four-edged strings and lacing on dol-
man and pelisse and yellow cuffs. The hussar cap was of dark
blue broadcloth with a drooping black plume.

Life Regiment Hussar Corps

The regiment had four-edged string and embroidery in silver on
the dolman and pelisse and white collar and cuffs. The trousers
were of dark blue broadcloth mounted with leather with a stripe
of silver braid (white for troopers). The hussar cap was of dark
blue broadcloth with a drooping white plume.

Smaland Hussar Regiment
The regiment had yellow collar and culffs.

Skanian Hussar Regiment

The regiment had a yellow- (gold- for officers) edged collar and no
tassels for dolman or pelisse. The pelisse had white lining and fur
trimmings in sheepskin.

The tunic for officers and senior sergeants was of pale blue bro-
adcloth, waist-cut and furnished with seams for the shoulders and
flaps, back slit and straps for detachable shoulder straps m/1899
and epaulette chain straps for officers, single-breasted.with eight
buttons of regimental model (see page 133) with the lowest but-
ton on the waist seam, straight down front edge, Prussian col-
lar and hidden breast pockets with figured flaps. Shaped cuffs,
around 120 mm-high in the front with a standing buttonhole of
20- and 9-mm silver braid m/1878 and a button of regimental
model on the upper part. On the tails two straight pocket flaps
each with two buttons of regimental model, one at the waist and
one further below. On the front and down along the flaps, back
pockets and back slit 4-mm four-edged silver string. The funic for
troopers was of medium blue uniform cloth, otherwise the same
as for officers with the following exceptions: Fixed shoulder straps;
on front and lower edge, back pockets, back slit and shoulder
straps, 4-mm four-edged strings of wool. Buttonholes of white
20 and 9 mm stripes m/1895 on cuffs together with a silver but-
ton with three crowns. The breeches and long trousers for officers
were of pale blue broadcloth. Oblique pockets. On the outer seam,
a 4-cm silver braid from the upper part of the pocket and down.
The breeches for troopers were of medium blue uniform cloth,
otherwise the same as for officers with the following exception:
On the outer seam a white stripe m/1895. The cap for officers
was of the same colour as the tunic with a brim of lacquered lea-
ther. Posts of two 4-mm braid m/1865 in silver. Badges of rank of

4- and 12-mm braid m/1865 in silver around the lower part of the
crown. Yellow cockade of silk and cap button in the front. Small
buttons of the same model as for the tunic and smooth clasps on
the cap peak. The cap for troopers was the same as for officers
with following exceptions: White 5-mm string around the crown
of the cap with a loop in the back.

From 1872, all cavalry personnel wore a greatcoat of dark blue
broadcloth with black lining. The coat had two rows of but-
tons, each row with five regimental buttons. On each side, two
pockets with straight flaps. The folded collar had a white cord.
Fixed shoulder straps with a small regimental button. The greatcoat
reached 10-20 cm below the knee. In winter it could be furnished
with black fur lining and fur collar.

In cold weather a fur cap m/1885 of black sheepskin was worm.

In 1904 came a new greatcoat of grey, mixed with brown and green
broadcloth with grey lining. Two rows of buttons in the front, each
with five regimental buttons At the back a slit up to the crotch. Along
the edge of the collar a four-edged string m/1904. The greatcoat
reached 10-20 cm below the knee. In winter it could be furnished with
light grey fur lining and fur collar. The same year the old fur cap was
replaced by fir cap m/1904 of light grey sheepskin.

Permitted garments

Within the cavalry permitted garments from 1858 were the frock
coat m/1858 of dark blue (pale blue for the Life Guard of Horse)
broadcloth with band, wooden buttons and tufts of the same co-
lour as the coat. The Prussian collar was open and slanted. Worn
by officers and senior sergeants instead of the tunic for daily
duties. For the dragoon regiments there were the stable jacket
m/1871 (same colour as the tunic) fly-buttoned in the front and
a 4-4.5cm-high open slanted Prussian collar. In the back two
straight pockets with two regimental buttons. On the shoulders
shoulderstraps of the Life Regiment Hussar model except for the
Life Guard of Horse which had a knot on the strap. The stable
jacket replaced the tunic for ordinary service.

Arms and strappings

Sword belt m/1845 of leather with gold/silver braid and fittings of
gilded/silver brass for officers and senior sergeants was worn inside
the tunic or on the outside of the frock coat. Cartouche m/1895 of
black leather with a 4.5-cm strap of leather covered with gold (sil-
ver for Life Guard of Horse) braid. Cartouche m/1847 was allo-
wed for officers of the Life Guard of Horse.

The armament consisted of sabre m/1893 (pallasch) for officers
with sword knot m/1797 of gold wire drawing worn by officers
and senior sergeants, sabre m/1893 (pallasch) for sergeants with
sword knot m/1797 of silver wire drawing worn by sergeants and
sabre m/1893 (pallasch) for troopers with sword knot of leather
worn by corporals and troopers.

Hand weapons were revolver m/1887 for officers and carbine
m/1894 for troopers.

(monogram of ruling king) with epaulette chain of silver and sil-
ver-plated buttons m/1845. Tunic for corporals and troopers had
buttonholes of white 20- and 9-mm stripe m/1895, white epaulet-
tes m/1804-1895 with fringes and silver-plated buttons m/1895.
The trousers for officers and senior sergeants (breeches and long
trousers) had 35 mm-wide silver braid m/1845. The trousers for
corporals and troopers (breeches) had a white 35 mm-wide stripe
m/1895.

Tunic m/1895 for officers and senior sergeants had an orange collar,
detachable shoulder straps, epaulette m/1895 and gilded buttons
m/1779. The tunic for corporals and troopers had an orange collar,
orange fixed shoulder straps and gilded buttons. The trousers for
officers and senior sergeants (breeches and long trousers) had a 15
mm-wide stripe m/1845 of silver and the trousers for corporals
and troopers (breeches) had a 15 mm-wide white stripe m/1895.
Helmet m/1886 was of black lacquered leather with gilded fittings and a
black, drooping plume replaced the peak.

Knappraderna forbands med dubbla grévre fyrkantssnéren av
gul textil. Ett smalare fyrkantsnére av gul textil fanns omkring
kragen och framtill, fran kragen &dnda ned langs skorten. Husar-
mossa m/1865-1895 for officer och fanjunkare var tillverkad av
morkblatt klade och med skidrm av lackerat svart 1dder. Runt om-
kring mdssans 6vre kant fanns ett guldfargat beldggningssnore.
Till stor paraddrikt bars mossan med guldfirgad pompon och
stdndare m/1895 av svart tagel.

1908 skedde 6vergéng till méssa m/1895 varvid plymen férsvann.

Skinska husarregementet

krage.

Miscellaneous

The dolman for officers and senior sergeants was of dark blue
broadcloth with black lining. The Prussian collar was open and
slanted. The height of the collar was between 4 and 4.5 cm. On
the breast were two pockets, one on each side, under the fourth
string from the top. The corners of the flaps were rounded. On
the left front flap was a bigger inner pocket without flap. On the
breast were three rows of buttons, each with ten bullet buttons
(see page 133). These rows were joined with thick double four-
edged strings On the outer button rows were three loops of a sing-
le string (clover leaf). A thinner four-edged string around the up-
per edge of the collar and on the front edge, from the collar down
along the flaps. Coating on sleeves, flaps and back and under the
collar. On the left shoulder a shoulder strap with a button. The dolman
for troopers was the same as for officers with the following excep-
tions: Rows of buttons were joined with thick double four-edged
strings of wool. A thinner four-edged string of wool was around
the collar and in the front, from the collar down to the flaps. Long
trousers and breeches were of dark blue (uniform) broadcloth. Two
slanted pockets. The fly had lead buttons. A yellow stripe on the

outer seam from the upper part of the pocket all the way down.
The hussar cap was similar to hussar cap m/1867 (see page 115)
and used until 1908. For parades, the cap had a standing plume
of black horsehair. The barrel sash was of gold and blue silk with
golden knots sewn in with blue, three in the front and two in the
back and a golden cord with tufts.

In 1898 the cavalry was issued with black, knee-length boots and
spurs m/1895 with black straps.

In 1908 came the cap m/1895 for officers and senior sergeants
of dark blue broadcloth with a brim of black lacquered leather.
Around the upper part of the crown, badges of rank were applied
of 5- and 10-mm silver braid to the same rules as for cap m/1865.
In the front of the cap a cockade of silk and a cap button (for of-
ficers, of blue enamel). Upon orders, a black cover of oilcloth was
worn over the cap. Cap m/1895 for troopers was the same as for
officers with the following exceptions: 5-mm white string around
the lower edge of the cap with a loop at the back. Squadron but-
ton in the front.
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Common garments

From 1872 all cavalry personnel wore a greatcoat of dark blue
broadcloth with black lining. The coat had two rows of buttons,
each row with five regimental buttons. On each side, two pock-
ets with straight flaps. The folded collar had a white cord. Fix-
ed shoulder straps with a small regimental button. The greatcoat
reached 10-20 cm below the knee. In winter it could be furnished
with black fur lining and a fur collar. This was worn together with
a fur cap m/1885 of black sheepskin.

In 1904 came a new greatcoat in grey, mixed with brown and green
broadcloth with grey lining. Two rows of buttons in the front, each
with five regimental buttons. At the back a slit up to the crotch.
Along the edge of the collar a four-edged string m/1904. The gre-
atcoat reached 10-20 cm below the knee. In winter it could be
furnished with light grey fur lining and a fur collar.

In 1904 a new fur cap of light grey sheepskin was issued.

Permitted garments

The frock coat m/1858 was of dark blue broadcloth with band,
wooden buttons and tufts of the same colour as the coat. The
Prussian collar was open and slanted. It was worn by officers and
senior sergeants instead of the tunic for ordinary service.

Arms and strappings

Sword belt m/1845 of leather with gold braid with fittings of gilded
brass for officers and senior sergeants was worn inside the tunic or
on the outside of the frock coat. Cartouche m/1895 of black leather
with a 4.5-cm strap of leather covered with gold braid for officers.
Officers at Scanian Hussar Regiment wore honorary cartouche
m/1815-1859.

The armament consisted of sabre m/1893 (pallasch) for officers
with sword knot m/1797 of gold wire drawing worn by officers
and senior sergeants, sabre m/1893 (pallasch) for sergeants with
sword knot m/1797 of silver wire drawing worn by sergeants and
sabre m/1893 (pallasch) for troopers with sword knot of leather
for corporals and troopers.

In 1895 the dolman for officers and sergeants had button rows joined
with double thick four-edged string of silver.

A thin-
ner four-edged string of silver for officers was around the upper edge
of the collar and on the front edge from the collar down to the flaps
and around. Shoulder strap of silver with a button. The dolman for
corporals and troopers was the same as for officers with the following
exceptions: The button rows were joined with double thick four-ed-
ged strings of white wool. A thinner four-edged string of white wool
around the upper edge of the collar and on the front edge, from the
collar down to the flaps and around. The cap m/1865-1895 was the
first headgear used. For officers and senior sergeants the braid was
silver. On parade a silver pompon with a hackle of white horsehair
was attached to the front of the cap.

In 1908 there was a change-over to cap m/1895 (the plume
disappeared). All personnel wore a roundel of plaited straw
m/1833 under the cap/squadron button.

In 1928 the pompon and cartouche with strap were discontinued.

Smaéaland Hussar Regiment

The dolman for officers and sergeants had the button rows joined
with double thick four-edged gold string. On the outer rows, three
loops were formed by a single string (clover leaf). Yellow collar.
Officers wore thinner four-edged gold string around the upper edge
of the collar and on the front edge from the collar down to the flaps
and around. Gold shoulder strap with a button. The dolman for cor-
porals and troopers was the same as for officers with the following
exceptions: The button rows were joined with double thick four-
edged strings of yellow wool and a thin four-edged string of yellow
wool around the upper edge of the collar and on the front edge, from
the collar down to the flaps and around. The first headgear was the
hussar cap m/1865-1895 of dark blue broadcloth, with a brim of
lacquered leather and, for officers and senior sergeants, a gold stripe
along the upper edge. On parade a gold pompon with a hackle of
black horsehair was attached to the front of the cap.

In 1908 there was a change-over to cap m/1895 (the plume disappearing).

Scanian Hussar Regiment

The regiment had the same type of uniform for officers as Sma-
land Hussar Regiment with golden strings but with a medium
blue collar.

Also corprals and troopers had the same type of uniform as Sma-
land Hussar Regiment with yellow strings but with a medium
blue collar.

Scanian Cavalry Regiment

The regiment wore the same uniform as the Scanian Hussar Re-
giment.

In 1928 the pompon and cartouche with strap were discontinued.

The Crown Prince’s Own Hussar Regiment

The regiment had the same type of uniform for officers as Sma-
land Hussar Regiment with golden strings but with the collar of
the same colour as the uniform.

Also corprals and troopers had the same type of uniform as Sma-
land Hussar Regiment with yellow strings but with the collar of
the same colour as the uniform.
